cook and three seamen. Montevideo
wu sighted at daybreak on the 9th of
ust.

Jack was taken by surp and al-
most stunned, but recovering his pres-
ence of mind he grappled with the
mate and threw him to the deck. At
this mowment the second mate, Thomas
Ward, rushed forward picked up s
huvy billet of wood and knocked the

wretch down and belabored him
until ke became unconscious.

The mates then walked aft satisfied
with their brutal work, and Jsck stag-

geved to his feet, covered with blood

and with his knife in his rlght. hand.
Just then the steward stepped out of
the cabin with & revelver in his hand
sud advancing within four or five feet
of Jack, deliberately shot him through
the head. Poor Jack fell to the dogk
hisbrains oozing from the pistol wcund
and his blood g'o.lhmﬁI orth on the
boards. The seamen, hearing the re-

rt of the I, ran aft, but were
rought to a halt by the steward, who
shouted, with an oath: *‘Deon’t move,
you——, or I'll shoot you all!” The
steward and mates them entered the
cabin and drank coplous draughts of
rum, while the poor Austrian lay in
his death agony, without coggfort from

Two days afterward the mur-
derer was cordially received on board
by the captain and mates, and was in-
stalled in his former ition on board
the vessal, which in due course of time
arrived at this city. '

The murderer was under no appre-
henslon of sulfering for his erime. Bul
justice was dogging his footsteps, sh
owling to some remark: of the crew,
and 4he swond mate were on &
charge of murder on the high seas. Tho
sallors, James Pendelden, a Dane, J
Pétérson, a German, and Henry Bo o-
mon, were taken to Ludlov Btreet Jall,
where they have been since confined teo
testily against the murderers.

The principal witnesses appesared i
the United Btntu bullding, but ovlng
to thaabsence of the prisoner’s eollnsel,
Mr. Bell, the hearing was adjourned.
David Leach, the murderer, is s native
of Boston. He is low-sized, with dark,
beetling eyel rows, flerce e;eo. and has
a villainous countenance.—N. Y. Stand-
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
