SecrioN 1. Be it epacted by the
Governor and Legisiative Assembly of
the Territory of Utah: That there shall

be established, at such a poiat in W
Droviasd Jor sbail determine, & Te
prov s &

torial R Bchool, tor tl:.l'e uonﬂnerﬂ‘:

ment, discipline, edocsatien, employ-
ment sod refe of juvenile of-
fenders, a8 hereinafter provided.

BEc. 2. The trustees shall consist of
the Gevernor, Becretary of the Terri-
tory, and the prosecuting attorneys,
of the counties of Salt Lake, Utabh,
Davis, Weber snd Box Elder and their
succeseors in office, all of whom seall
be ex-officlo trustees, The trustees
shall be required to imwediately enter
upon the duties of their office and, with
the exception of the Governorand Sec-
retary, shall qualify by giving bonds
with security to the people of the

Territory ol Utsh, in the penal sum of
give tho &'{‘“ + condl-
tioned for the fai 1 performance of

their duties,to be approved by andfiled
with the auditor éfjpublic accounts.

S5kC. 3. The trustees shall elect ome
of their number president, they shall
appoint & superintendent, a secretary
kod & treasurer., Sald trustees shall
take charge of the general interests of
the imstitutlon, shall have pewer to
enact by-laws and rules for the regula
tiom of all its concerns, not ln¢consist-
ent with the laws of the Territory; to
see that its affalrs are conducted in
accordance with the requirements of
law; and that strict dlscipline Is main-
tained therein; to provide employment
and instruction for the jnmates; to
appoint a steward, a teacher or teach-
ers, and sach other officers as In thelr
judgment the wants of the institution
msy require, and prescribe their
duties; to exercise a vigilant super
vision over the institution, its officers
and inmates. To remove any officer at
their pleasure, and determine the
salaries to be pald to the officers ap-
polinted by them, and shall also require
the secretary, treasurer and suparin-
tendent to give bo in such peoal
sums as they shall deem proper.

Skc. 4, The truste¢s sball procore
and adopt plans, drawings and specl-
fications for the conatruction of the
reform school buildings, and sball
inake provision for the erection of the
buildings, and cause the same to be
carried out in accordance with such
plans and tgpeciﬂcations. and on such
terme as thiey may deem proper.

Src. & The trustees and other offi-
cers shall hdve no pecuniary interest
direct or indirect, in the furnishing ol
any bullding materials, or im any con-
tract for the same, or in sony Contract
tor labor In the erection of sald Reform
School, nor in any coatract for aoy
labor, materisl, or supplies for the
maintenance thereof.

BEcC. 6. The plans and specifications
forsaid reform school shall*be upon
the basis of accommedating not to
exceed two hundred juvenile offenders
al one timé.

SecC. T. To carry out the provisions
of this act, there Is hereby appropri-
ated out of the treasury of "this Terri-
tory of any moneys not otherwise ap-

propriated, the sum of seventy-five
thousand dollars, or 88 much thereof
as may be

necessary,and the auditor
of Public accounts I8 hereby anthorized
to draw his warrants on the territorial

reasurer in favor of the trustees of
sald reform scheoel, for said sums, as
the same may be needed.

SEC. 8. Tbe trustees shall make as
itemizea rernn w0 the legisiative as-
sembly during the firet ten days of its
session In the yedr 1880, and biennally
thereafter, of all the expandiiures
wade by them for the uses of the re-
form school during the preceding two
years; they shalil, at the same time, lay
before the Legislative Assembly, & re-
port of the condiiion of the insiitution,
together with a full report of the su-
perintendent and a list of officers and
their salarles, with an estimate of the
value of the personal property of the
Territory In coonectlon with the
school.

SEc. 9. Each trustee ghall receive as
bis _compensation, four dollars per
dlem, f.r each meotlng at which he
shall be present, t:gs le out of any
moneys appropria for the use ol
the reform achool; provided, tbat any
trustee shall be allowed for traveling
expenses, mileage at a rate of ten cents
per mile, for one way ou]f, for the
distance necessallly traveled in atten-
ding the meetings of the trustees.

SEC. 10. The trustees shall canse the
boys and girls under their rharge to be
instructed in correct priaciples of
morality and in such branches of use-
ful Enowlege as aAre adapted to their
age and capacity, and in some regular
course of labor, either mechanical,
manufacturing or agricuitural, as is
best suited to thelr age, strength, dis-
position and capacity, and as may seem
best adapted to secure their reforma
tion and future benefit.

SBEc. 11, It shall be the dutly of the
trustees to visit the Reform School as
often as they may deem it necessary,
to inquire into all matters connected
with the gevernment rd discipline
thereofy and one or*mire of the
trustees, who may be desigpated by
them, shall visls the school, omce inm
every month, and examine into the
Progress udf)e
giris In their schoolroom =and labor,
and ipspect the register and accousts
of the superintendent. A record
shall be kept of these visits In the
superintendent’s books. The trustees
shall, at all times, have free access to
all parts of the Reform BSchool, and
muy inspect all books, papers, docu-
hents, communications and corres-
pondence tai theruto.
