as correct by tho Utah Commission,
. namely that theso school meetings

are not in tho nature of elections in
the same fceae as those that are
political in .their charade. These
town meetings, which are purely
local and deal with local interests,
wire decided by the Utah Commis-
sion to be outside of their Jurisdic-
tion.

Under the new law, the character
of these annual school meetings is
not changed. Their object and in-

tent are the same. The appoint-
ment of judges of election by tho
Utah Commission Tnay occasion
considerable confuslon,because other
duties relating to'theso school

are to be performed, and n
doult Is cast upon the question of
wiiat officers are to perform them.

Wo tt no way out of this diffi-

culty now, except to go on with the
elections without confIlct,ati J w here
the judges appointed by the Utah
Commission qualify nnd act, to
proceed and Hot allow the elections
in any case to go by default
Every registered uter should cast
his ballot without fail. El,;ht hours
U the timo allotted for doing this in
the cities.

There is a general provision of the
law which should be bornein mind.
It applies both to school elections in
cities and those outside of the
cities:

"In case of vasaney by
the absence of said oClram at an elec-
tion for trustee, the registered loters
who aro present at tbe time of opening
the jtolls shall choose a person to till
the vacancy."

Now Itt e ery voter be on the
alert and let overy officer perform
his duty. And let all who are in-

terested in the welfare of the Terri-
tory use their iuffuencu toward the
election of good and wise men to act
as school trustees, that the cause of
education may be maintained and
that conservative progress may con-

tinue to mark the educational inter-
ests of Utah.
