H, Ziegler & Co., of Phil-
adeiphia, Jumped from the burning
buildieg and was Ekilled.

D. M. Oldham of Dallas, represent-
ing the firm of ¥. Cannon & Co. of Gal-
veston, escaped badly singed.

that so mamy could have perished
when nune were higher up than the
second story and there were galleries
and exits on both sides of the building
occcupied by the sleepers. No one was
heard te call or scream, all dying with-
out a cry for help though s great crowd
quickly gathered and exkausted every
effort to afford rescue. The pecunisry
loss is small.

Tne House bill to enlarge the powers and
duties of the department of agriculture and
0 make it an executive department having
been taken up,arguments were made bySen-
ators Morgan and Plamb againstthe amend-
ment repeérted by the commitiee on agriculs
tare to the fifth section of the bill, which
transfers the weather service of the Signal
Service Burean to the Department of A&i'ri-
culture, and by Mr. Platt agaiost the bill
itself, on the ground that if such a new ex-
eculive deparument were to be created i
should embrace the interests not only of ag-
riculture, but of manufacture, mining,com-
merce, transportation and labor.
