The worst hus evidentiy not been
toid regarding the anti-Chinese riots
in the west part of Wyomiog. Aec-
cording t0 advices from Evanston,
wliere second largest coal mining
camp oa the Unlon Pacitic Rallroad s
located, the movement is & precon-
certéd one. It bad been arranged that
the th"sl.nit.lck upon the Chinese was
tv» ba'made in Carbon, a mining town
about 130 miles east of Rock Springs,
to be followed by like movements in
the lstter place and Evanston. The
Rock Sprivgs winers, however, took
toe initistive, and the result there has
been anpounced. The mobs at that
place, looted the houses of the Chinese
nefore wetting tire to them. The ont-
rives commenced in mine Na. 8, where
thres Chinese miners were attacked
and killed. Then the riot eommenced
all over the town, even the women
tolning with loaded shotguns in their
namnds. Superintendent Kvans of the
coal mipeé was warned to leave town,
and he did =0 with alacrity, passing
tarough here to-day enroute for Omaha.
Notoing can be heard from Carbon.
I'he opuerator vhere 1s evideatly afraid
to send the news,

From Evanston, the sheriff of Uintah
county telegraphed this evening to
Governor Warren as follows:

A CALL FOR PROTECTION.

“*A large pumber of citizens, with
myself, are satisfled that the outrages
committed at Rock Springs wlll be re-
peated here, aud are liable to break
outat any ¢. We need troops to
protect the lives and property of our
Citizeas."
