We bare had a very dry spring, but
haveiilenty of water for irrigation and
crops look very well at present.

enters, one Denoias a Deaatllul panor-ama spread out before him the ciual of
wtiich for quiet beauty it would be
bard to find. The well cultivated flelds
covering ts broad acres are, dressed
in all the varied tints of reen, with
here aud there a fresh plowed Held
looking dark and bare by way of con-
trast and only tending to make the sur-
roundings looks more fresh. In
most places more land than useal
is beini; cultivated, and the refreshingrains that have visited the valley latelyare inspiring the faithful granger with
booes of a bountiful harvest.

Toe grasshopper pest has not yet
shown itself to any marked extent,
though fears were entertained that it
would play sad havoc with the cropsin some places, as eggs were depositedlast fall, yet it is to be hoped that the
favorable weather will help on the
crops to such perfection that the pestswill not be able to injure them materi-
ally.

No business "booms" bave yet
reached us, but the mountain streams
are beginning to "boom" from the ef-
fects of tbe warm weather we are now
having.In many of our towns improvementsare going on which will tend to beau
tify aud improve tbe places, The
Wellsvllle Co-o- p is fitting up a large
addition to its store in which the own-
ers expect to carry a stock of milli-
nery and fancy notions.

A great mav men have gone from
the settlements to work on the rail-
roads and all .who are at home have
plenty to do.

On the south end of tbe ralley the
people are soroewnat agitated ever

Something over a .,wett aa;o an ar
ticle aDoeared in the News over the
caption Land and Liberty. It treated
upon the tremendous effort that was
being made In most of the leading lo
calities of the Territory to work up a
real estate boom. The object for which
the pioneers endured untold hardships
ln;the arduous Journey t this inter
mountain region and rendering it fit
lor human habitation was pointed out
The purpose was to found a cominu- -

nitv in which the principles of truth
and freedom would prevairand through
whom they would be perpetuated to
Tosteritv. The danger of frustrating
this noble desiin by tivo solid settlers
selling out their homes to thosw whose
sentiments ami aims are Antagonistic
to the genius which inspired
the founders of the commonwealth

Those who have ever experienced
an earthquake will never forget the
sensation It imparts no matter whether
the shock was a hard or a light one. I
the former, the Impression created
will of course be more profound and
lasting in proportion to its severity.

upoa as the very creation and lultiH
meat of soiiUity and firmness. Is slip
ping beneath our let l or tossing us
about like skittles, Is a feeling that
caunot be described uor tv-- n imagined

liy those who havc never passed
through a shock. It is that profound
aud sttrrlng-u- p character of
feeling which causes men to
take an Introspective view ol
themselves and to cause the whole
of their lives from the dawn of mem

ory to pass before their mind's eye like
a panorama and within the space of
an Instant. It is then that they feel
their own Insignificance and bow utter
ly dependent they are opoc the all
powerful arm of Infinity. Earthquakes
are the greatest demolishers of infidel-

ity in existence ; those at Charleston
some time ago brought many sinners
to sudden though perhaps transitory
repentance. How much better is it to
always recognize the Creator and
Ruler, and thus be measurably pre
pared for Ills Judgments when they
come!
