WasnizgTox, 1 —The Association
of OMcial Agricoltural Chemists wiet
i ahnual couveulion at the Depart-
ment of Agriculture to-day, Vice-’re-
sident Prof. 1. C.White, of Gdorgiu,
in the chair. Mr. Coleman, Cowipis-
sioner of Agriculture, delivered an ad-
tlress in which, alter declaring his cn-
tire sympatby and that of tae larwers
ol the couuntry iu the objict of the As-
sociation, which ix to secure a unifurin
anulysis of fert lizers, he expressed the
hope that the Associstion would ex-
tend bis deliberations to the methods
of chemleal analysis. lle thought the
Association should also fix the stand-

‘mands that England dismits from the

ards of purity for different Kinds of |

food and establisn methods for the
detection of adulterations. Hethousnt
the General Goveroment ou=ht
operate with the respective Slate vov-
ernpents in passing more siringent
faws aguinst the adualteration of touds,
Upon this point Le safd: *'In so sim-
ple o matter as adalteration of milk it
would be hard to secure a convictiun
In 4 court of justice for any person
practising it, becdanse of the absence of
any official standard by means ol which
the extent of the adultetation conld be
mmeasured. It sbhould not ooly be the
object of agriculture toat abundant
crops sbhould be produced, but also to
see Lhatthe products ol tie lclds should
be delivered tothe consuinersas cheuply
i3 possible and free frow deleterious
adulteration. In the question of food
udulteration I bave long beeu greatly
interested, and am suxious taat some
steps may be taken by means of which
the extent of It way be diminished. I
nave already directed the chemist of
this department to give his attention
to the adulteration of foods. Tue
trauds that are practiced upon the
public in adding cheap and E!nrmlul
1ogredicnts 1o the food we eat (B order
Lo make greater profic, ought 1o be cx-
poscd In no uncertain way aud the
perpetrators of them feld op before
the public us objects of scurn and de-
trstation, To such an extent is the
aduitciation of butter and the manun-
fucture of acounterfelt artlele curried
on that the great dalry interests of our
nation Aare almost prostrated. The
honest producer ol the pure article is
Impoverished, while the manpafactur-
ers and dealers in the fraudulent arti-
cle are enrichied, some of them haviog
become mlllionalres by this illegitl-
inate work., The same may be said in
rejation to the adnalteration uf our
sugsrs and syrups,” .
