PECULIAR GIFTS IX SOME OF THE RITES
OF THE ROMAN QaTHOLIC CIIURCH,

Archbishop Corrigan bas in his pos-
session four amall barrels. Two of
them were given to the late cardinal
by Bishep O'Farrell of Trenton when
be was made a biskop, and the otter

two came from Bishep McNierpey of
Albany on & like occaslon. The latter

:nnv:hen presented were tilled with

1t bas for centuries beep the custom
upon the Instaliation of a bishop o the
Roman Catholic church fer bim te pre-
sent two barrels of wine to the otfici-
ating prelate. When the custom began
it was & substantial offering, for then
the barrels were of goodly size and
filled with chioice vintage; but, as the
suclal concgnona became changed and
barrels of Wine were no longer consid-
ercd gifts appropriate Lo the oceasion,
the barrels were made mere orna-
ments, and the original reason for ihe
custom was forgotten by all except
the students, who were curious enough
to Invesiigate.

The church has many customs asso
clated with its ceremonies which are
retained merely oul of respeer fir
thelr tounders and not because of their
OwWn sauclity. As the spop Kiwws
twa barrels of wine, so.the priest
gives a wax candle to the prelate offi-
ciatrg at his ordipation. At the re-
cent capomza'ion of the gew suints in
Rome many of these customs were
made promivent’ in the ceremouvles.
After ftbe. pope’s speech the cardivals
presented bim with these gifts 1n the
names of the new saints: A thick wax
caudle, two lo.ves of bread, one cov-
ered with silver apd one with git;
thrce caces, one contalaing doves, one
pigeong and the third canaries and
ereenfleches; and two small barrels of
wine.

Fatber Kelly, one of the cathedral
priests, =ald that the birds were used
ina peculiar menner, *“*At the offer-
teries of mass,” he sald, *‘the master-
of certmonies cuts the strings which
keep the doorsa of the cages closed, asd
the birds fly out. In this part of the
ceremany the birds are supposed to
represdnt the souls of the saints which
huve ieft their bodies and have taken
their flight to heaven,”

Fatner Lavelle said that some of the
other customs bad probably originated
In the| early history of the cuurch
Much of Lthe income of the church then
