This action severed his
connection from that church.

"A letter from Small to the stewards
of Trinity Methodist Church revealed
the fact that he was considered by tho
members as an Episcopalian. He can
get no letter from UUhop lleckwith of
the Kpisoopal diocese on account of his
treatment of the Kpiscopalians, who
had made every preparation to ordain
him in that rhnreh when they heard
of his return to Methodism, and his
change for a college presidency es-
tranged his friends In that denomina-
tion."

by train robbers on the Missouri
I"aJflc railway early this morning.
It was tho Kansas City limited
tliat MI into Uie hands of Uie ban-dl-

The train was crowded with
passengers and the safe of the ex-
press company was stulltsl with
money, consigned, much of It, to
western banks.

The train Jen Tipton, Mo., about
3 a. m. Two mysterious figures
were seen by the engineer lurking
around the forward i:id of the train,
but no lanicuhtratteuUon was laid
to them. Just after Ieaing Tipton
the fireman turned toward the tend-
er to fire up, mid looked squarely
Into Uie muzzles cf two revolvers In
the hands of Uro masked men. They
bad evidently boarded the forward
platform of tho "blind" mall car at
Tipton and were crawling oM-- r to-

ward the engine.
One of the bandits covered the

fireman with his revolver, while
tho other took care of the engineer,
nicy were told to Lo'ol up their
hands.

"Now, you run UiU train to Uie
Otterville water tank," ordered the
leader, "and stop tbirc. If ou at-
tempt to stop at any other dace, or
give a signal of alarm you'll be a
dead man," and Uie robbers placed
their weapons close to the heads of
their victims.

Tlie inglaeer and fireman were
at the bandits' mercy, and could
only obey. The Otterville water-tan- k

stands In "Itobbcrs' Cut," Just
east of Ottrrille. It was there tliat
the noted ouUaws, the James boys,
committed one of their most daring
robberies, and the Younger brothers

one of their boldest
crimes.

When "Itobbt-rs- ' Cut" was
reached the engineer stepped the
ttaln.

"You come WlUi me." the. leader
addressed the engineer, "aud jou
tend to tliu firemen,' he said to his
companion. The engineer was
commanded to go to the express
car aud tell the messenger to ijnthe door. When he rest bed the ex-
press car he found that the two rub-
bers had five confederates stationed
at different places about the car, all
heavily aimed aud their facto

behind masks. He walked to
the door of the express car.and, cov-
ered by the revolvers of three of the
rubbers, called to the express mes-
senger, Sam Avery, to ojsm the
door. Suspecting no danger, Avery
sashed back the door. As he did so,

Uie leader of the robbeis nud his
confederal! pushed their revolvers
in and ordered the messenger to
hold up his hand'. Tiie order was
promptly olctd and the three rub-
bers Jumied into the car. They
proceeded Immediately to the safe.
Which Was lotked. Avrrv vrn
cjumanded to o;en it at Uie wint
of a revolver and did so. One of
the robtars unfolded a gunny
sack aud Into It were placed
the entire contents of the safe.

In Uie meantime the conductor,
alarmeet at Uie unusual stop, lug or
the train, went forward to see what
was the trouble. He gul only .is far
as the rear end of the express car
w hen he was halted b one of the
roblierx, who told him to go bnck
and collect his tickets.
