Another Pest.
Washington, Juno 15. Professor

Riley, tbe entomologist of tbe depart-
ment of agriculture, has made public
the result of an exhaustive personal
Investigation into tbe habits of the
poorodon bumnli. or hop louse. His.
discoveries are expected to prove of
great value to nop growers, as ne nas
succeeded in learning the habitation of
this plant pest during tne winter
months and tracing it through the
van in g stages of insect lite. Before
tbe professor's investigation it was
not known how or where tbe insects
&urvle i the winter. As a result of
his inquiries, the professor has satis-tie-d

himself that
THE EGOS

laid by the female at the close of the
summer are deposited in plum trees,
where tae insects hatcnes in the
spring aud resides until the third
geueiallon. This third brood,
unlike its predecessors, is wing-
ed, and immediately after de-
velopment abandons the plum tree
and attacks tbe hop vine. In tbe au-
tumn a counter migration from the bop
vine to tne pium .tree occurs. The
winter eggs are deposited and the ejelelife goes on In tbe same fashion. It i
a notable fact that in regions where tbe
cultivation of hops is a new industry
the growers nave naa complete im-

munity for a while from this pest. In
California to-da-y tbey are not troubled
by it.

THK PROFESSOR

believes that the phorcdon humuli has
been brought to this country from
Europe on the plnm stock, and there Is
reason to oeiieve mat tne pnynoxera,
tbe dreaded grape peSt, was carried
from this country to burope on grape
vine cuttings. Therefore California
hop growers are warned to beware of
importing plnm stock from the eastern
hop resion. These discoveries render
It possible to check tbe ravages of tbe ithon louse either bv the use of insecti
cides in the spring time before the in-
sects have reached the wing state, or
by the destruction of tbe sheltering
piura trees, me experiments win be
continued with a view to protectiag
tbe hop vines after they hat e become
infested with lice. '
