with me now I could see he meant

As quick ns thought I said to him as
I quietly untied the handkerchief Let
me have the knife to cut you ell another
piece of tobacco I held out my hand
ouardshlm My coolness threw him
off his guard Ashon placed the knife
loot hand my heel struck the mares
I lanks and I shouted go She sprang
forward The Indian vainly threw out
his disengaged trial to catch me but the
sudden string of the mare pulled him
from his pon and he fell to tile ground
In a minute he was on his ponys back

In pursuilol rue lie sent two arrows
car me the lint poised to my rightI
seemingly floating through the air the
rapidi pace of the mare appeared to les-

sen the rapidity of its flightI he otl er
fell harmless in my rear-

I leaned forward close to the mares
neck urging her loher best Ipace and-
niisherespoindcdtorny voice we seem-
ed to fly and all fear ol being overtaken
osas gone from rn mind Right beforef

me was a big hollow and the road led
around us head while there were traits
that took down and across it As I
poked back saw the red devil of an
Indian plunge down one of tile traits to
cross the hollow with the view of head-
Ing mo off-

Agiin I urged the mire to do her
best and away we went like the wind
my new knife clutched so tightly in my
left hand that It was hurting me but I
did not realize It I felt the
notion of the living machine be-

neath me as shortened and stretched
alternately springing forward with light
hools and muscles on tho strain I
passed the point where the Indian
should have anpcared and presently
looked back and saw him come on to the
main road again some three hundred
yards behind me

I checked the mares pace a little
and waved my straw hat to him with a
spirit ol bravado but was thankful at
heart that I was out of 1m power and
in twenty minutes more I was in camp
being scolded for letting that d Die
get away with so much of the tobacco

Although the experience I hid lust
passed tthrough was laughed at by the
men as joke for allllthat I shall always
believe I toil a narrow risk ol losing my
life at the handsI ol that Indian and that
the owner of the maru would have lost
her had it not been for my ready wit
which alsn saved my new knife and m-

all probability my scalp
The Indians who killed the stage

drivers in Cedar Valley a year or so
alter this came and talked with me and
my companion herder while we were
with our sheep and soon alter they had
left us we heard the report of the guns
that killed these men Why did they
not kill me Why did they not kill all
tile settlers at Provo In 1851 when the
bottom from the old adoble yard Vo the
dugway was full ol them Why did
they not kill our people when they
swarmed into their camps while
crossing the great plains in 1847
and for many years afterward
The same answer to any ol these qws
lions wit apply to all 1reJident
Youngs policy wonit was better out
of our small supplies to leed them
rathert Ithan light them and mv offer of a
second division of the tobacco was
following on closely In that line I have
always thought it a good policy and
possibly saved my llle Here the
narrator stopped

Mr Editor the history of Utah has
been written Hut there will die out
with many of the Iloneer settlers here
Incidents that will never be recorded
lull of interest and sparkling with brave
deeds The veterans of the Black
Hawk war may not fill the romantic
Inngmlngs ol a young girls mind re-

garding an engagement but all that was
needed was for Captain Pages com-
mand which held position lor over a
month between Richfield anti Glenvvood-
In Mever county to have been attacked
by a sufficient number of Indians and
wiped out of existence < n in story and
verse they would have received the at-

tention
t

we now give to brave Cutter and
Ills mn A monument their memory-
wouill have been erected on the spot
where now the hollows ol the rille pits
they then dug are no more to be found
And yet these men did their duty well

Let our Legislators think o this and
lose no time in appealing to Congress to
discharge tile debt the nation outs to
those who still live and who did their
duty to their country In thoe early days

In almost every town of Eastern

Arizona there Is a large number of peo-

ple who are from Utah Many of tile I

settlers have returned to Utah discour-

aged and ready to give Arizona a bail
name so that Arizona ii a name which

strikes terror in the breasts of many
Jtomans Eastern Arizona in connec-
tion with all the southwest Ins sullcred
Irom drought of Ute years and the
colonists have had n hard time The
cause of the discouragement lay origin
ally in tile settlers not adapting them-

selves to the country In Arizona the
highest mountains are not very prectpl

tons so the snow melts quickly in the-

spring and leaves the streams dry or
nearly so in June and July The peo-
ple of Utah havehvmistreamsand the
settlers ol Arizona tailed to grasp tile
hanged conditions there Crop after
crop was lost and the dull thud of ex-

perience has driven them to see their
needs Consequently reservoirs have
been and are being built to hold the big
streams ot spring time and the floods of

the rainy season for the summer use
When the rams begin early these reser
voirs will not be needed but no per-

manent prosperity will come until the
water supply is sure-

NAVAJO STRINGS

This is a desolate little w ay side station
of the Atlantic and Pacific railroad
noted as being tile first seat of territorial
government In Arizona

HOLBKOOk Ol NAVAJO

This iis another railroad station being
more Important than Navajo Springs be-

cause it Is the shipping point for Fort
Apache It is also the county seat ol
the new county of Navajo Twenty
eight miles away and we are

AT SNOWFLAKE

Snowflake is a town of five hundred
people It will never be much larger
unless other than agricultural interests
make it so Sno flake looks more like-
a Utah town because it has many or-

chards and a great number of brick t

residences II you want to desolate any
town or city the quickest way is to kill
Its orchards and sliade trees for they
oed more to the beauty ol a town than
good houses At present Suowflako Iis
the most prosperous town in till part of
Arizona

LONCIIO OR ERASTUS

A town with two names looks like
rather a tendency to overdo tile thing
The Mormon settlers have usually re-

named the towns where the Mexicans
were the original settlers and where
Mexican names would have given a
pleasing variety So the ecclesiastical
yard here is named Erastus The post
office precinct and usual name Is Concho
To tile acquainted tile very name signi-
fies Micky daya But Concho has
suffered less front the recent drought
and roplallures than many neighbottaig
towns Oil tile rod front Corachu to

Sptlnjervllle a deserted cattle ranch is
passed The ranch was once tile home
ranch ol fiteen thousand cattle anti
could not have been bought lor f10000
but tho ouniry Is now left to the cm ncrs
ol sheep slid the once valuable ranches
are for sale at a very low priceb-

rKINGBKVlLLE

has suffered materially from the drought
of past years and many people are to
be met in alt parts of Utah who have
been residents of tile place It is
naturally tuc bcstplace lor farming or
raising sheep end rattle In One whole ol
Arizona But the original settlers were
slow to develop the country Reservoirs
were not thought ol by those who first
came the people lived on what they
had The money front the sheep and
cattle did not reach the hands of the real
settlers but tea owned by bl holdoars
whose homes were la the cast or other
places They Invested no money In
develepirg the country because it best
substrveu their interests to rot have it
developed But tile cattle owners have
lullercil most from the drought and far
ner settlers are noV slocking the
angc with the few cattle they nave
Mean me poverty of tilt people they
have built u 475acre reservoir em one ot
the branches of bait river duelling it
over the divide Into tile Little Colorado
river J hey have ju t puichased tile
land in the lower end ol Lee valley a
nountaiu valley eighteen miles above
and will soon outlet a still larger reset
volt there The upper canal which has
been an expense fur years was this year
used to raise several thousand busnel-
sll grain bprmgerville Is located at the
lou of tile White mountains and the
abundance of led on these mountains
is phenomenal Of late tile people have
been gathering milk stock around them
and dairying Is tu be carried on quite
extensively the coming summer
An absence of lour ytarj f om Sprinter
vllle shows that despite the droughllhe
place has grown considerably while the-
peopie were lIever more encouraged
thall now

NUTRIOSO AND ALPINE

are mountain towns ot Apache County
At one time they were Inhabited by
quite wellto do people and were really
m a ability condition Eight years ago
Alpine was devastated by grasshop
per and has never recovered Nutrinso
was by far the best built up settlement
of Eastern Arizona and its farming land
is tully as productive as any around
The town is surrounded by timber and
ran was for many years plentiful Ol
Ute it list not been so As feed grew
less plentiful on Ithe grazing land the
prairie dogs were driven near the farms
for food Thus the crops were eaten
down and tile town suflered greatly

TilE PRAIRIE DOG

Is a troublesome animal and the quez
thin of its extinction is one of great im-

portance to the people ot the territoties
of Arizona and New Mexico The
prairie dog is not in reality a dog and
cats no neb at all while his meat IIs as
wholesome as a rabbit Tile animus
usually live close together looming
prattle dog Lovai Smoking them to
deiih with sulphur has been quite sue
cessfully tried in many places but not sa
In holes which have two openings The
young dogs are usually born in the sum-
mer time when the grass is green II
the rains are heavy enough to flood the
country to any great extent it will run
over the mounds and Into tile holes-
The older dogs often escape the Ibud
hut the contact ones are drowned SJ
during the drought they have increased
rapidly Another use ol this It that the
coyotes hawks owls and rattle snakes
which once sought subsistence at the
dog tons have pen quite ruthlessly
destroyed The owl used to wait at tile
mouth of the hole and pounce upo i tile
dogs large or small as they came out
A hawk would SOOP dosu on them as
he would on chickens Tin rattlesnake
went into the hole swallowed the
young and would come out with two or
three great lumps to show where tile
little dogs were Bait tile prairie dog

Till is the county seat of Apache
county and lUttcring as are the prospects

Jthe Mormon settlers real Mexican holJ
ers But Ilia hiiil purchased has been
growing more mineral And tthe crops
hav c become lighter each year Springer
Mile and a multitude of farms have ap-

propriated the water ol the little
Colorado and the farmers here have
hen left short But this has done good
It Is far cheaper to build reservoirs thin
10 get ilia water past all the farms and
since the people have found this out
they have gone earnestly ton ark A
nine hundred toot dam across the little
Colorado banks water over six hundred
acres ol land In the Salado valley But
a better site for n reservoir H just be
low A ddm one hundred and fifty feet
across and lorlyllve feet high to be built
one hundred and filly feet thick will
bank tile water over seventeen hundred
acres ol land and irrigate an estimated
area ol fifteen thousand acres lIutlhc
better land of St JJohns is not now
under cultivation On tile beach south
and east of town lie twenty thousand
acres of sandy land while m tile lower
valley that U now cultivated the land Is
heavy clay A ditch train the mouth of
the intended reservoir running with a
moderate fall would cover seventeen
thousand acres This with tile sheep
and cattle interests that center lit fat
Johns would make tile town capable of
supporting a population of rive thousand
people The drawback of good culinary
water has made Mt JJohns a poor place
ol residence There Is a Sprint of
water four miles Irom town which the
town bought for Jrooo that could be
brought to town ut a cost ol f3 ooo not
coimiingsepantingpipcs Su lI1e future
ol St Johns never opueared better thin
now The people are ready to build the
new dam and canal and with them an
abundance ol nonmineral water will be
supplied to the warm sandy land and Si
Johns will quickly double its population
