So far as known, the
trne version has never appeared in
print. Since the incorrect story of the
matter has received such wide circula-
tion, & reliable parrative of the inci-
dent will doubtless prove readable to
many.

Somewhere between the years of 1840
and 1845 the wife of a farmer of Hills-
dale county, Mich., baked some bis-
cuits on Sunday mornihg and then
went to church, leaving heér husband to
take dinner alone. As he sat down to
his meal, however, & young farm la-
borer came to the house and jolved
him at his repast. Hach ate of the
newly-baked biscuits. but quickly
found tbem unpalatable and put them
aside. Neither one had eaten more
than half a biscuit. Both were soon
taken violently ill and diszmlayed strong
symptoms of arsenical polsoning. The
young man recovered from his sickness
after some days of lutense sufferin,
but the farmer lingered in a dylnﬁ cop-
dlu?g{jor more than a year, and lnally
ex

glxl.ee'n years before this time the
farmer had married his wile for her
money. She brought him $3,000. He
purchased a farm with this amount,
and in a few fea.rs s gquite
forchanded. His greatest énjoyment,
spparently, was to annoy his wife in
every conceivable manner. His favor-
ite amusement was to pull their little
child out of bed in the night aud beat
it cruelly. They finally €oncladed to
obtaln a divorce from each other. The
farmer agreed ttt) glgle(:l“i’s‘ wife a lien
on his property for $1,600 for the sup-
port olphepr:el(nnd chil The mort-

was wade out and placed in a
ﬁwyer‘s hands to await  the divorce.
‘I'he wife in considératiomof the mort-
sage, signed a quit claith deed to all
her husband’s pro‘.ger:.‘y. 1 On the eve
of the granting of the divorce the far-
mer secured the mo ¢ and des-
troyed i lntendigf to put the deed on
record after the diverce was granted,
His wife discovered thé geheat and
stopped the divorce procefdings. She
then deliberately plannedglo kill her
husband. She sought a reconciliation
and went back to live with’ him. One
day she disgu hersell in male at-
tire, went to Hinsdale saud purchased
a quantity of arsenic. This she mixed
in & bateh of biscuits and left for her
husband to eat. ;

In a short time she was arrested. By
law the woman could not be tried for
wurder because her husband lived
more than 8 year after he was polson-
ed. Bhe was Imdicted for poisoning,
and put on trial in Hillsdale. Mr, Van
Armnan, then & young man with a law
office in Marshal, h., defended her.
A young French chemist from Detroit
ustlﬂ:g the accused, He was
the only chemist that Detroit afforded,
and hé was a very incompetent one.
This youngman swore to the jury that
he had several of the biscuits
which the prisoner had made for her
husbapd's eating, and had found they
contained arsenic. From his quantita-
tive apalysls he swore positively that
the husband had swallowéd less than a
grain of arsenic. ‘I'hechemist further
swore that a in of arsenic was &
deadly dose, and that even less might
be fatal.
