THE HERO'S KEXIalKN.

Tbe Funeral Train Arrives at Ita
, Xeatlatatlon.

Baltimore, Aug. 9. The funeral
train reached Baltimore at 2 p. m.
There was a large gathering at Charles
Street station to do honor to the dead
soldier.

ARRIVED AT WASHINGTON.

Washington. Ang. 9 The special
train bearing the body ot . Gen. bh!ri-da- a

and the funeral party arrived at
the Baltimore & Potomac Station from
Nonqnttt and was met by Gen. Set ld

and Lieutenants Sawyer, Bliss
and Pitcher ot his staff, a guard of
honrfrom the District of Columbia
military order of the Loyal Leglcn.and
Troop B, Fourth Cavalry, Capt. Law-to- n

In command. As the train slowed
Into the station, eight sergeants of tbe
Third .Artillery under command of
Lieut. X)ane8, marched up tbe plat-
form and formed in line. Soon alter
the train stopped Mrs. Sheridan
stepped out, leaning on the arm of Col.
Sheridan. Tbey were met by General
Rucker and Miss Rncker, Mrs. Sheri-
dan's father and sister. Tht y Immedi-
ately entered their carriage and were
rapidly driven away. Mrs. Sberldan
was evidently deeply moved. As tbey
left the station the: artillery sergeants
took the casket from tbe car and bore
it to a gun caisson belonging to the
Third Artillery, which was dmped
with flags festooned with crape. As
the caisson bearing the body left the
station, Troop B, Fourth Cavalry, fell
into line In front and escorted the
procession np Pennsylvania Avenue to
Fifteenth' Street and St. Matthew's
Church. AS the body reached the door
it was met by a procession of clergr J
and altar boys singing the "Miserere."
After the casxet had been placed on a
catafalque tbe preliminary burial ser-
vices were recited, the cnoir singing
tbe funeral hymn.!

THE CHURCH DRAPERY.

The Interior of the church was ef-

fectively draped, the feature of tbe
decorations being the American colors
blended with the sombre shade ot
heavy folds of crape. The fronts of
botn galleries were covered with large
flags caught up at intervals with broad
bands of black. Above the entrance of
the front ' or organ loft wer
grouped i regimental and cavalry
flags, fastened r together by a
knot of black,, with bla?k
streamers. The altar wtl heavily
draped. The candelebra and marble
figures Ofl either side were draped with
black. Two silk American fltgs hang
from the wall above the altar. Tue
cardinals throne on tbe left of the
altar was appropriately covered, and
the front of the pulpit was concealed
by heavy black velvet with a deep sil-
ver fringe. A space had been mide In
front of the altar by the removal of
lour pews on either side of the main
aisle, In the center of which stands
the catafalque, the same that was used
lathe memorial services for KIdit Al- -

--fooso, held In this church on the death
of that King several years ago. xne
service concluded, the little company
immediately left the church.

Early tomorrow morning requiem
mass will be celebrated bv Father
Kerwlck. This service will be lor the
convenience of the family and friends
of the illustrious dead. A detail of
two memoers of the Loyal Legion al-

ternating every two hours will remain
with the bodv until the funeral at 10
o'clock Saturday morning. Among
those invited to the funeral are the
President and Mrs. Cleveland, mem-
bers of the cabinet and the ladles ef
their families.
