er especially In the banquet

scene, and the latter all
through the play In regard to
what in stage parlance is termed
“business.” His action Iin entering

Duanean’s chamber, his repugnance at
the thonght of replacing the daggers,
his horror over Banquo's chair, the
pulling off and dropping of the crown
for which he had *“filled his mind,” and
the combat at the close of the play,
were very fine specimens of acting.
Among his best spoken efforts, were
the apology for killing the king's
grooms and the scene with Bangno's
gaost,

No acter makes plainer the meaning
of Shakspeare, nor portrays more viv-
idly the great bard's beauties of rhe-
toric and metaphor, but Mr. Miln's
care In doing s0 leans to the side of
defect. He dwells too long on the
music of the words, imparts an
unnataral variety of tones where fewer
would be ample, attitudinizes too
much, and in places where passion
would rush on pell-mell, regardless of
effect, and only intent on venting its
pent-up fires, he still must llnger to
sound the syllables and drink in the
melody of his author's thoughts.

Still, when ail is sald, we repeat that
there are but few who will not accord
to Mr. Miln the palm of praise as the
possessor of marked ability. This Is
but his second year upon the
stage. What may we not expect
from him, whem a decade of
study and experience shall have
dispelled from his mind. and method
his faulty conceptions and portrayals
which mow they labor under, and
brought him to that condition of full
development of which his present state
is so full of promise?

original. She ls a strong, careful and
intense actress, and will yet be power-
ful 1n every sense of the word.
