great and precious record, the Book
or iMormon, anu causing tne same
to be printed for the benefit of all
mankind. How great a privilege
conferred on me, to come to the un
derstanding or the contents of that
book when I was but nineteen years
of age! HoW great a privilege to
live in a day and age of the world
when God has again revealed him
self to the children of men! There
have been many periods of time
since the creation in which the heav-
ens, in an esnecial manner, have
oeen favorable to the children of
men, by sending communications
and revelations from on high. But

long-- time had Intervened, durimr
which no such privilege had been
granted tq mortal man. So far a
the nations of the Eastern Hemi
sphere were concerned, upwards of
seventeen centuries had passed
away, dormjr which --

they were left
u darkness, having no legally au
thorized ministers, bo one that could
kgNy baptize, or administer the
Lord Supper, or build the Church

God, or administer in any of the
ordinances of his gospel; that was a
long time for the nations to be left

darkness. So far as our Western
Hemisphere is concerned, they were
not left quite so long a period with
out information from the heavens.
Some fourteen hundred years and
upwards bad passed away, on this
Western continent, during which
tlie people were left in darkness:
hence, the whole, earth for fourteen 1

centuries, at least, had no gospel
preached by divine authority, no
Church of the living God in any
ijuarter thereof so far as we are ac-

quainted. It is true, that duringthese fourteen centuries the nation
hnda book that contained thehistoryof the gospel as it was preached in
ancient times a book called GieTfc-ble- .

But a book containing the his-
tory of the gospel is one . thing, and
the power and authority to adminis-
ter the ordinances of the gospel is
Another thing; they are entirely dis--

When I .got to
this place, I found a people some
600 ot them who had broken off
from tlie We9leyan Methodists and
formed themselves Into a sect called
the Ubited Brethren. Ifound they
Were praying for light and truth,and tbat they bad gotio about '
as far as they could go. I
saw that the Lord, had .sent
me to them. I went to work amongst .

and yet no revelation be given in his
day?"

"Wwo vi ii 10 our own nine, nere, tneii,"arises another question rnay not
tlie authority have thus Ijeen trans-
ferred? I answer where has there
leen an unbroken succession of that
same authority that was adminis-
tered in the first century? I will
tejl you where the succession was
broken. In the very jeriod that
new revelation ceased to oe given to
tlie human family, no further suc-
cession could be continued. It would
be impossible for auy person to le
oraaineu wiin divine authontv, lor
instance, to the apostleship, unless
there was some jierxon that had au-

thority and had really obtained di-

vine intelligence, by new revelation,
from the heavens, that such author-
ity should be conferred upon some
other person. When did divine
revelation cease? Where shall we
go for testimony upon this subject? 1

Mas tern ixjrtions of our globe were
concerned, divine authority ceased
about the close of the first century
of the Christian era. Why did it
cease? liecause we have no account
of any new revelation having leen
given after the close of that century;

vine callings ceased; divine authori-
ty ceased; persons ceased to confet-
ti at authority in succession; leeause.
for this obvious reason, they, without
new revelation, did not know whom
tn Stall i fl nl .

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should Ihj authorized to receive the
apostleship, or any other calling.
Every person, during the first cen-
tury of the Christian era, who was
ordained with authoritv and power
to administer in the ordinam e
of the gospel, was ordained by the
spirit of prophecy and revelation.
Timothy was a young man, com-
pared with many of the apostles.He only received the calling Ih-- -

s towed upon him through the laying
on of the hands of the servants ot
Qod, or of those who were authorized,
by new revelation, to administer
and to coiXr authoritv uihii him.
Thus it is written in "this good book
(tlie Bible) that Paul, who was au
thorized as an apostle, called Timo
thy by virtue of the spirit of revela-
tion and prophecy. "Neglect not,"
said Paul, "the gift that is in thee,
which was given thee by prophecv
with the laying of the hands of the
presbytery." And when we speak
of missions, in those early iieriods of

Christianity no jersou assumed to
go on a mission among the inhabi
tants of the earth, unless he was
sent, unless he was set apart. Even
as great a man as the Apostle Paul
had no authority to go torth as :i

missionary, only by the laying on or
the hands of the persons who admin
istered to him. Hence, it is written
in the Acts of the Apostles, that tc
Holy Ghost said unto certain proph-ets.tha- t

were in the Church at Anli
och, "Separate me Barnabas and
Saul for the work whereunto I have
called them." Here is a new reve- -

latjou. Saul could not ho separate !

arrd set ajart to any work of
only as tho Lord ealloii

him; and that failing was made
known to the propbet9 tuiH w&reln
the Church at Atioch. if, pema- -

venture, a man had been called by
the spirit of revelation and prophecy,
and-s- et apart bytfte laying of the
bands of a prophet or apostle, to Le
an especial minister to' the nations
or the eartn, there would ariso still
another great question to be solved,
in regard to whether that man, thus
set apart, could fulfil the object of
his mission without new revelation?
I say that, it would bo utterly im-
possible. No man can fill a mission
acceptably before the heaven un.
Ids uuu miuuiu gno iu nun ibvbuI'
tion, from time to time, to direct
him in all his missionary labors.
We have abundant testimony fn the
New Testament concerning this rnat- -
ter. - Even when some of tlie wry t

greatest revelators that we have any
record of, undertook to do things ot
their own accord, thev were led di
rectly different from their own Judg
ments, In regard to their missionary
labors. Paul had, at a certain time.
a great desire to visit acerutiu place;
such desire arose from his own na- -

ftUYal Judgment; but tho Holy Ghost
roaue mm. xiere t. requireu n
vr revelation1 to kaow wbfthet
sown inclinations should be fol

lowed or not. Again, we find that
the revelations, p' . the Most Highbkere very neuesktryjl i& 'the case- - of
the travels of these missionaries.
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God ordained from before the foun
d&tions of the world unto the present
time, and ui ior tn em can oe eanea
the gifts of God tin to man on condi
tions.and some of them without con
ditions. The atonement came with
out anv condition on the part of mas.
It was without repentance, without
faith on the part of man. The atone
ment was something given through
the pure love of God to fallen man,
without am act of good works on
the part of man. There are some of
the blessings, then, that God has
ordained for the . fallen inhabit-
ants of our globe which come inde-
pendent of our works,aud this is one
of which I have been speaking.
Would there have been any light or
intelligence, or goodness or happi-
ness, to be partaken of by fallen
man, if it had not been for the atone-
ment? None at all; there could have
teen no righteousness. But then,
all? the other; gifts that we re-

ceive are through works, and by
faith and works combined, and it is
liecause of the distinction between
these two separate gifts that many
of the inhabitants of the earth have
erred. Some of them profess to
believe that they can obtain
all the gifts of God without
works, because of some of the say-
ings of tlie ancient apostles; while
others consider that works must be
combined with faith. Now both of
these ideas are true when taken in
their true light. Eternal life is
among all those gifts that are prom-
ised of God; such as the gift of re-

pentance, Liaptism, layiug on of
hands, etc. All these are not to be
compared with tho greatness of the
gift called eternal life. I hope that
all the Latter-da- y Saints under the
sound of my voice may attain to
this, tho greatest of all the gifts of
God.

Now, I wish, before taking my
seat to bear my testimony before tlie
people here assembled. I do know
by the powM of God, by the shed-
ding forth of the Holy Ghost upon
my heart, by the revelations of the
spirit,by theniftny manifestations of
the goodness of God to me,I do know
that God has sent his angel from
heaven. I do know that he has
raised up the great latter-da- y king-
dom predicted by Daniel. I do know
that he has called apostles and pro-
phets; that he has sent forth his ser-
vants divinely commissioned, with
power from on high, to declare to tho
nations of the earth the great and
last message of mercy unto the in-
habitants thereof, to prepare all those
that are willing to be prepared, for
the great day when the heavens
shall be opened, and all the heaven-
ly hosts shall descend with power
and with great glory, to reigu here
on the earth. I do know that Uod
by his power has gathered togetherhis people from the various nations
of the earth, and established them
here in these mountains for a little
season, for an especial purpose. And
what is that purpose? To prepare
you while dwelling here in these'
mountains, territories and regions,
that you may receive the blessings
ordained ior you m aluturetime,
which time is not far distant. I do
know that this people will return
and will possess the land that God
'ias promised to them, even In Mis-
souri, and in Kansas, and in the re
gions round about. I do know that
( Jod will build up in Jackson Coun
ty, Mi&souri, a great, and wonderful,
and lieautiful city, that shall be
called "the Perfection of Beauty,"
the rsew Jerusalem. 1 do know that
Godwin light up the habitations of
that city oy his power, by his glory,
by a cloud in the day time, and by
a pillar of fire in the night. I do
know that when the people shall ga-
ther together in their religiousas you are here gathered
this nfternoon, that God will light
up your assemblies by his divine
!over even iu the night time, mak-n- g

your habitations, where you
ncet, glorious in tlie extreme. 1 do

know that God will fulfil all that
which he has sjoken,by the mouths
of his holy prophets, since the work!
began, pertaining to this last dispen-
sation of the fulness of times, which
will come lo pass in their times, and
in their seasons, and that this uis-pensati- on

will be far more glorious,than all the other dispensations com-
bined together, before everythingshall le completed, for the bursting
heavens to reveal the Son of God,
and all those that are with him.
These things, and scores of other
things that I might name, I know
will be fulfilled iu their times and in
their seasons, and that all who are
faithful will be made partakers of
these blessings. Amen.

It is not my purpose at all to de-
tain this congregation, but before
dismissing I feel that I would like to
say a few words. We are not in the
habit of flattering any man, but I
want to say a few words concerningBrother Pratt. If there Is any man
dead or alive who has dwelt longer
iu this church and kingdom than he
has I do not know him. If there is
any man that has tiaveiled more
miles in preaching the" gospel of
Christ, Jn bearing testimony or the
kingdom of God on the earth j I do
not know who he is.

countries and at home, and I never
saw a man in my life that I know
of that has - spent as few moments
idly as be has.

often I have read the declaration of
King James' translators of the Bi-

ble, wherein King James is repre-
sented as the head of the church,
and wherein the Bible, as translated
by those that were chosen and ap-
pointed for that purpose, was intend
ed for the light and benefit of the
children of men; and for fear that
mankind would cavil on the subject
these uninspired men, the transla-
tors, in connection with those who
were in their council, concluded to
tell the people that this was the
whole canon of scripture; in other
words, we have translated sixty-si- x

books, and they are compiled, or
about to be compiled and printed for
the oenent or mankind; and these
sixty-si- x books of the Old and New
Testament are the only books that
Christians should receive, the only
revelation that they should have to
guide them in all their future lives.
The people were just simple enoughto believe what they said, justsim-pl- e

enough to take it for granted, be-
cause learned men. that were not
inspired of God, haJ made this un-
qualified, unproved declaration.
Now, "we, the Church of England,must get up, besides these 6tj books.
some 'Articles of Faith'- - some thir- -
ty-nin- e Articles we will invent. We
have got no prophets among us to
write these Articles, no inspired
revelator sent from God: and there
fore, we will originate out of our own
hearts something that will prevent
the people from receiving any new
revelation. We will cunningly tell
them that these sixty-si- x books,
called the Bible, contain all the reve-
lation that God ever gave to man."
What further have you to sny in
your thirty-nin- e article? 'We say
that every persou that does not iimii
and confine his faith to the sixty-si- x

books of the Old and New Testa-
ment, or if he undertakes to receive
any other revelation, he is to be ex-
pelled from our church. That is
what is said not directly, but indi-
rectly. In other words, every per-
son who pretends to be a prophet,heis not to be a person considered wor-thyj-of

belonging to our church." Has
any other church but the Church of
England adopted these false, soul-destroyi- ng

delusions? Yes, a great
many others. They have invented
articles not exactly thfrty-nine,b- ut

articles of faith, creeds they are call-
ed in some instances, and disciplines
In others, and so on. What are the
objects f these? They are not reve-
lation; God had nothing to do with
giving them, men wrote them out
of their owu uninspired hearts, but
they were all very careful to take upthe ideas inculcated In the days of
King James, namely, that the sixty-si- x

tiooks of the Old and New Testa-
ment were to be their rule of faith,and tie thoir guide and nothing else
was 10 oe received as inspired. Oh,how blind! If they did but know it
these very declarations in these ar
ticles and creeds would cut them off
from all authority. But they were
just simple eneugh to receive such a
false doctrine; just simple eno lgh to
accept their want of authoritybefore God; and thus by their
own acknowledgment, by their own
printed works they prove to - the
whole world that God did not estab-
lish their churches, that God did not
establish among them the ancient
order of things; for the ancient
church of the living God was never
destitute of the spirit of revelation.

If the Lord had left us iu this
condition, we would have been wand-
ering-in darkness to this day. The
people who are here assembled, this
afternoon, would be no better ofl'
than the Protestant denominations,
no better off than the Greek aud
Koman Catholic Churches that have
existed from generation to genera-
tion, during many long centuries of
apostacy. But God, having looked
upon the darkness that covered the
earth, and the minds of the people,
having looked upon the people that
were honest in heart, and seeing the
dilemma in which they were placed

without inspiration, without anv
knowledge that comes from heaven
in fctheir day, without any one who
has the right aud the authority from
heaven to baptize concluded to full-f-il

that which was predicted by the
aucient apostles, namely, to send an
angel again to the inhabitants of the
ear tli. It was a long time for the
earth to be left without angels. Per-
haps some of you may inquire," Why did the ord leave the peo-
ple so long? Why did so many gen-
erations pass away, and no Church of
Christ on the earth, no prophets, no
revelator a, UZ" It was because of
the apostasy of the people; and then
after the apostasy commenced, near
the close of the first century, theykilled oft' the apostles, prophets and
revelators killed off the Saints who
embraced the true gospel, and the
world became so exceedingly wicked
and corrupt that the Lord did not
see proper to send them any other
message. But perhaps you may in-

quire, must all those people who
have lived so many generations ago,
go down to an endless perdition in
the eternal worlds, because no one
had authority on the earth to ad-
minister gospel ordinances to them?
No; the Lord is more just than this.
Every man and every woman that
has not. had the privilege of hearing
the gospel in this life, preached byone holding divine authority, will
have the opportunity of hearing it

There was great re
joicing there, because Philip had
oaptized them, but none had receiv
ed the Holy Ghost, till another
author-- , higher than that of Philip,came aud laid hand uoou them
for the reception of the Holy Ghost:
naviiig uapiizea cnese people, he
could go no further; he could not ad-
minister the blessing of tlie Holy
(ihost: and hence, havincr fulfilled
the object of the two revelations on
this subject, tiie Lord had another
place for him. He did not go there
of his own accord, but it required a
very itowerful manifestation to get
him away from that water; the
scripture testifies that "the spirit of
the Lord caught away Philip, that
the eunuch saw him no more; aud
he went on his way rejoicing."
Have you ever heard anything of
the kind in these days, where men,
in fulfilling their missions, have
ieen caught away to some other
piacer "liut tney tnat wait uoou
the Lord shall renew their strength:
they shall mount up with tlie wingsof eagles," says the prophet Isaiah
Philip must have been borne, as it
were, upon eagles' wings. Now, if
person a man light enough, I mean

could get on an eagle's wings and
le carried through the air, it would
te a very good J representation of
Mmo of those that wait upon the
Lord.

I "mention these various circum-
stances and might mention scores
of others to show, that without the
spirit of the living God, to impart
revelations, no man could adminis-
ter to his fellow man, no man would
have the authority to administer.
This brings me back to the state-
ment I have already made. You
recollect the question is, can it be
proved, or is there any evidence that
mere nas been any man called to the
ministry among all the nations
during the long period to which I
have referred? We take their own tes-

timony .They say Uiat there has been
no revelations since the first century
of the Christian era. Who says so?
The Whole Catholic Church to begin
with, and the Greek Church.
another branch f the Christian
church, so-call- and then the Pro-
testants that protested against those
two branches, and came out from
among them, have continued the
same false traditions, that no new
revelation is needed that the last
revelation which Was intended for
the human fhmily, was given to-
wards the close of the first century
of the Christian era. They do not
seem to know how such an expres-
sion, if admitted, cuts them off from
all authority and power which are
divine; they do not seem to know
that they cannot possibly be called
and cannot possibly be ordained by
proper authority, unless God speaks
again: they do not seem to know
that the writings of men who are
dead ami gone, centuries ago, do not
aut horize, them to preach the gospel,nor give them any divine authority
to administer its ordinances. Hence,
yoii eeie the impossibility of there
being a regular succession from gen-
eration to generation, because of the
want of new revelation. A great
many other testimonies might be
brought to prove this fact, but this
one is sufficient, "Well then,"says
one, "if your arguments be true, if
your nener De correct, there has
been no Christian church on tlie
earth for many generations. We
can come to no other conclusion;there is no half way business about
it. We come to testify that there
has; no church on the earth
that God lias recognized as his
church for the last fourteen cen-
turies, at least; and among the Eu-
ropean nations and the nations of
Asia and Africa there has beeH
none since the close of the second
century of tlie Christian era. What
a woeful condition it is for tho in
habitants of the earth to be in. We
would be in the same condition that
they are, if God had not condescend
od again to give new revelation; and
this brings me to the subject of the
Book of Mormon.
