Ten thousand dollars m
mile for track was the amount re-
turned by Uie conipau. but at that
time there was general coufu'Ion
concerning the interpretation of tlie
new law, etc, and mmy valuations
at first placed on railroad property
have been decreased largely by the
various county boarJa of equaliza-
tion.
