A sererelhunder storm visited Hons

Koag on July 13th and rain fell In tor-
rents for three days. A Chinese wo
man was drowned in a eutter by the
overflow of a neighboring tank and
much damage was done to property.

The Chua-na- oi . San-ia- o criticises
severely the Chinese policy of baying
foreign Implements, adopting foreign
methods, sending youths to get foreign
edacatlou, and borrowing' foreign
money. All toese things mignt oe
doue In ajnanner to beneat China, bat.
as they are done in a. superficial ' and
bui'glin? fashion, they tend only to
weaken and impoverish Cblna and to
discredit the name of Europeans.

The Chinese papers describe a fear
ful and destructive storm of hail and
wind which occurred Id Shantung last
month. The -- hahstones, of different
shapes and sizes, from a pigeon's egg
to a human fist or arm. lay six or seven
iucb.es deep over several miles. Whole
villages were destroyed by tbe torna-
do, and men and cattle were lifted and
thrown aboot, f A tremendous dragon
was beard roaring and seen disporting
iu the heavens on the occasion.

The Hong Konjc Mart of Julv 17th
says: The Gem an steamer Signal,
which arrived this afternoon from Tak-h- oi

and Hoibow, has brought part it
the crew of a Juuk lost off Su Cuoan.
The Juuk, which was bound from Sai-
gon to Macao, laden wltb llsb, bad
been caught In a &quall and capsized.
Tne crew consisted of 23 meu and
there were also two , passengers on
board. ' Of these 80 men the Signal, af
ter considerable labor, tnauaged to
pick up 22, leaving eight unaccounted
for, who must have perisbed. The
men, after their Junk was capsized,hd
betaken themselves to planks or what-
ever plecej of wood they could clutch
to keep themselves above tbe water.
The waves, bad separated them from
each other and spread them over the
sea for the distance of a mile. It took
more than five boars to gather up the
struggling Chinamen.

The CJiina Mail saysi Id connection
with tbe construction of the new rail-
way from Kalping to Hsu Ko Choug,
which bas been decided upon and
sanctioned by Imperial authority, We
learn teat the contract bis been rfven
to the German syndicate.' As several
contracts lor tbe work were seDt in,
it follows of course, tbat tbe German
syndicate was tbe lowest. It is known
that some of the contracts submitted
were placed at as low a point as was at
git compatible wltb safety, so that tbe
successful controctors muit have
stretched a point in order to secure
the honor of cosstructlrg the first
authorized railway (oarring tbe ex-

perimental Woosuog line) in the Em- -

In Osaka, where the
epidemic broke out before it did in
"iokohama, there had oeen 10,240 Cases,
of which 7,827 ended fatally. The re-
turns for the entire empire are not
compiled. The deaths in Yokohama
were all comprised within the. space of
a month The epidemic is said to be
as bad as it was in the worst days of
ls:2. Tbe foreign residents and the
better class ef the natives enjoy a
marked lmmuuiiy irom me disease,
its ravages being almost entirely con-
fined to the lowerclasses.

and this prediction has been ful-
filled,' for cholera broke oat a short
time ago, and spread rapidly. The
disease --4s very bad in Seoul, wjtere
more than 100 persons perish daily
from It.
