II. GROW, J. W. KZDDIXGTOX AND A. J.
VOULQEB ARRAIGNED TItRKK

AGAINST FOULGER.

This morning warrants of arrest
were served on Henry Grow. John W .

Keddington andJIIerbcrt J. Foulger,
and when they reached Marshal Ire-

land's office they were notified that the
grand Jury had presented indictments
against them for cohabiting with their
wives one each against Mr. Grow and
Mr. Keddington, and three against Mr.
Foulger.

The three defendants repaired to the
Third District Court rom, and Henry
Grow was first called. The indictment
was read, charging that from Decem-
ber 1st, 1332, to October 15th, 188.", he
lived and cohabited with Julia M.
Grow and Emma Sarah IUwlins Grow
as his wives, contrary to law. The
document was dated Nov. 6th, and
signed by Morris K. Evans, foreman of
the grand jury.

To the clerk's inquiry, "What is your
plea to this indictment, guilty or not
guilty?" Mr. Grow responded, "Not
guilty." The defendant was then re-

leased on the bond of $1,500 furnished
b fore Commissioner McKay.

John W. Keddington, of the Tenth
Ward, was next called. The indict-
ment In this case, which was found on
the testimony of the. defendant him-

self, states that between December 1,

ls83, and May 1, 1SS5, John W. Ked
dinxton unlawfully cohabited with
A'jullla E. Keddington and Mary .Ian.:
Tall Keddington as his wives.

Before the defendant entered hn
plea, Judge Harkness arose and stated
that, to relieve the mind of t!r
District Attorney from doubt, the de-

fendant would enter a plea of guilty to
the charge, if the date of seuteuw
c Jul J be delayed for about ten dajs.
To tills Mr. Varian assented.

Court Wnat is the plea?
Mr. Keddiuirton I plead guilty.
Sentence will be pronounced on Sat-

urday, November 21st. The defendant
was allowed to go at liberty on the bail
given before Commissioner McKay,
$1,500.

Herbert J. Foulger then came for-

ward to plead to the indictiueut against
him, one for the offense under the Ed-

munds law named therein, and two as
the result of McKay's "segregating"'
manipulation of the grand jury to
punish Mr. Foulger tor having acted
in the ecclesiastical position of Coun-
selor to a "Mormon" Bishop. The
flrit Indictment read charged the de-

fendant with cohabitation with Eliza
Hagell Foulger and Charlotte Mai la

Foulger as his wives, from Jan. 1,

1881, to Dec. 31, 1884. To this the de-

fendant entered a plea of not guilty.
The next indictment alleges the same

offense to have been committed with
the same ladles between Jan. 1,1885,
and Oct. 1, 1883. Mr. Foulger also re-

plied to this, "Not guilty."
The third charge limits the offense

between Dac. 1st, 1S32, and Dec. 31st,
1883, iu the same relationship as the
others. The defendant's plea to tins
was not guilty.

The former bond given before the
Commissioner was made tb serve on
one of the indictments, and the defend-
ant was instructed to furnish 41,0 K)

bail n each of the others $3,0)0 in
all.

As Mr. Foulger was passing assist-
ant district attorney Varian, he re-

marked, with a touch of sarcasm,
"Have you lost any, or haven't you
got a few more?" referring to the
multiplicity of indictments.

"Any more?" viciously replied Mr.
Varian; "you'll have plenty of these
before you are through."

Mr. Foulger then went before Com-
missioner McKay to give the required
bail, and asked that functionary
whether Mr. W. II. liowe would be

acceptable as a bondsman.
McKay gruffly replied, "Mr Howe is

now on for about $20,000. I'll take him
if you can't get anybody else." The
splenitlve Commissioner had evidently
lost sight of the fact that Mr. Kowe is
liberated from the bonds of some who
have gone to prUon, and mat ins lia-

bilities do not even approach the sum
named.

Mr. Foulger, however, furnished the
necessary sureties.

The Sluggers. What was adver-
tised as an "athletic exhibition" took
place in the Pavilion last evening, and
attracted two or three hundred men
who have a taste for that kiud of pas-
time. There was some rather tame
boxingjjy local amateurs, a tamer dog,
and still tamer cock fight, some very
clevwr club swinging, and the "event
of the evening," as the manager
called it, wound . up the af-

fair. This was a slugging cou
test between Smith, of California,
and Fitzgerald, of Fort Douglas. The
latter won in two rounds, in which
some hard and fast hitting were done
on both sides, Smith tinally going down
on the hard concrete Hoor under a
blow from his opponent, tile fail mak-

ing a wound on his aim from which the
blood flowed freely.

The vitiated taste which impels a

person to read the slangy reports of
prUe tivftits takes him to such exhibi-
tions as that referred to. Against
boxlugina friendly way, when skill
and exercise are the only objects,
nothing can be said, s,o long as proper
places and times are selected; but tne
spectacle of two men pummeling each
other in the most brutal manner till
one of them is exhausted, and ,

is an offense agalust morals,
decency and the law, and should be
suppressed.

Hygiene. Brother J. M.Thompson,
a hygculc physician whose card ap-

pears in to-da- y's News, has recently
arrived In this city and purposes re-

maining and practicing the profession
named, In wM:h he has bad considera-
ble experience. Tha treatment of dis-
eases by natural agencies only, with-
out the use of drugs, is quite popular
in some places although almost new
here. Brother Thompson has com-

menced giving lectures in the various
Wards, ln explanation of tl s princi-
ples of hygiene.and the simplicity of the
system be advocates strongly recom-
mends It to all who need their health
restored or those who wish to pre-
serve health.

time ,of his release to return
home, with the exception of once when
he returned there on a brief visit, In
West irginia. Like that of most
Elders who go to the South, his ex-

perience was varied; at some times he
had encouraging success, finding peo-
ple who were willing to listen to his
testimony and investigate the princi-
ples of the Gospel, and at other times
having tho consciousness of the
approval of the Almighty alone
to support and eucourage him, the
people among whom he traveled
manifesting no interest whatever in the
message he was sent to bear to tnem.
He, however, met with kind treatment
as a rule, and formd the acquaintance
of many persons whose friendship he
prizes.

As an .instance of how openings are
occasionally elected for the Elders,
Brother Spence relates tliat while he
ami Elder Vickers were laboring in
Logan County, W. Va., in June, ISMJ,

they were waited upon by a couple
of otlicets who had a warrant
for their arrest on suspicion of
their being connected with a band of
robbers who infected that part of the
country. The Elders readily opened
their satchel and displayed their
booka,' etc., and explaiued the object
of their presence so satisfactorily that
the otllcers not only allowed them to
pursue their journey but accepted
some of their tracts, with afprouilse to
read them, and invited the Eldsrs to
preach hi the Logan Court Ho-is- and
eujoy their hospitality. Such au invita-
tion was not to be despised, and they
accepted it witn thanks, ami improved
their opportunity, the result being that
an opening was effected, and a branch
of twenty-si- x Saints now exists there,
where before there were none.

Upon ofie occasion, when Elders
Spence and Clapp were laboring in
Lincoln Co., they were ordered by a
mobocrat named James Murphy, who
was instigated by a Methodist preacher
and othels of equal pretensions
to piety, to leave the county
withiu three days on pain
of being driven out by 100 armed men.
The F.iders declined to go, and a friend

and the Elders were not molested.

He
enjoyed the privilege during his ab-
sence of initiating sixteen persons into
the fold by baptism, and was present
at the baptism of quite a number more.
He greatly enjoyed his labors while
abroad, gained a good expciience, and,
with the exception of having con-
tracted sore eyes during an
epidemic of that nature in
the South, from the effects of which
"lis optica are still weak, he has en-Joy- ed

pretty good health. He is glad
to get home again, and by no means
sorry that he went upon his mission.
