Ix our telegraphic dispateches to-
day will be found a most absurd
statement, sald to have been made
by Ouray, éhief of the Utes, to the
effect that "secret emissaries of the
*Mormensa’ "’ prompledihe cutbreak
of the White River Indians, sod
have attempted to prolong hostill-
ties by promises of arms and am-
munition at a certain point on
Grand River, so long as they would
fight.

The story ls 80 ridicalous that it
would seem a work of supereroga-
tion to make any denlal or offer
aaything by way of disproof. Yet
there are people 55 prejudiced
against Lhe "Mormons™ that they
quickly receive any faleehood, hew-
ever unreasonable, which reflects
unfavorably vpon this commune
ity. '

It Is & matler of strong doubl
whetheér Chief Ouray ever made
any such assertion as telegraphed
to the Denver Tridune, by some re-
porter who wished to maks & sen-
sation. If the chilef did make a
statement In any way bearing on
this guestion, It was probably more
aa & rumor repeated than a definite
charge, and has been cxaggersted
after the fashion of soms newapa-
per correspondence,

In any event It ls very cerilaln
that the “Mormons’’ have nothlog
to galn by incliting [adlane or any
one else to acts of hostility. What
benefit would secrue (o us by
death of Agent Meeker? t
good would resuit to ua from the
murder of any of the whites at the
Agency? Whereln should we or
our cause be amisted by the upris-
ing of a tribe of Indlans to goon
the war path and spread destruc-
tion and dismay, certaln to be fol-
lowed by swift retaliation and the
subjagation of the hostilesa? Why
should we waste arms or ammuni-
tion on such a futile and useless
and barbarous emsuis? The very
idea seems too o utragecus for any
senaible person to entertaln for a
momsnt,

The influencs exercised by the
“Mormons,” wherever oblained
over the Indians, has been to turn
them from thelr savage deeds and
wild life, and teach them, In the
spirit of the gospel, to be at peace
with ali, both white and red, and
labor honestly for self suppert. Ask
any Indian who has ylelded to the
lostruction of our Eilders, If he laa
“iMormon.” His anawer will be,
““Yes, me Mormon; me ca pight
(me ne fOghi) me oa asteal,
me oa llse, me work, mes
wino (goed) I[njon.” Wherevey
our brethren have besen unmolested
in their work of conversion, the
Indians under their care have been
changed in disposition, the plain-
est evidenos of this being shown in

He may
owa no house or other property
therein; or he may have faken a
trip outside of the United Btales
during that period,but if his abode,
his domicile, bas been with-
in the limits of this
eountry for the !prescribed length
of time, it is counted as his resid-
ence, although he may have been
necessarily absent temporarily.

Bo, If Judge Boreman has sold
his house (sometimes called a res-
ldence) in Beaver, and he and his
family bave jmerely come to Balt
Lake on a visit, be has not thereby
lost his legal residence In theSecond
Judicial Distriet. But If he has
removed his goods and chattels as
well aa hils family, started privale
business fn this city, and avowed
hia removal from his former place
of abode, he has really changed his
residence In law and in fact, and 1f
not legally deprived of the right to
sit on the judicial bench of the
Second Diatrict, as our conespon-
dent contends that he ls, he has at
least violated the law which de-
fines his duties, and he has thus
added another proof to the long list
of evidences that he s unft to sit
a3 a jadicial ofMcer and a represen-
tatiee of the Govarnment of the
United States. Lot those who ad-
minister the law be the first to

honor the law.
