GREAT TR1NTINQ TRESSES AT
THE CENTENNIAL.

Piiulersj and for tliut mutter
nil persons who take an interest rn
"the art preservative of all arU"
as who does not? will .find much
to iu teres t them here, TJarticulaiiy
in the department of Printitigl'res- -
ses. I nave never soon so many,
and I doubt whether so large a
number and Rttch a great variety
were ever beforo brought together
under one roof. Many of them are
running more or less of tha-time- ,

but most of them aro standing mo-tion'eij-

serving iu that way to
illustrate tha principles upon which
they are constructed or to advertise
thuir inventors and builders.

' My attention has naturally been
drawn mostly to the great newspa-
per printing machines in tho exhi-
bition; and in the operation aud
results of these I have been great-
ly interested. They are four in
number, viz.: the Bullock, the
Campbell, the Hoe and the Walter.
The first three are American con-
ceptions, and the last an English
invention, being tho product of
Mr. Walter, tho. proprietor otthe
London. 7Y;nc, who was driven bythe needs of his groat journal into
the domain of mechanics. For tho
benelit of the uninitiated, 1 may
say that the essential di:!ereneo
between theto presses and the best
heretofore A u use In tho principal
newspaper establishments of the
world, lies iu tho fact that (It t '- -'

must print from stereotype i'iates,
instead of from plates o- - moveable
types, as might be referred; that
(2) they print "oth sides of the
sheet iu or- - passage through the
pross;iad (3) that they are self-feed- -'

Jg that U, they supply
tJtemselves from a continuous wet
or roll .of paper many hundred
yards in length, which is ut the
same tune cut oil into sheets of the
)roier size. Through tho last two

great improvements tho maximum
of speed aud the minimum of ex- -

penuiture are secured; inasmuch at
tho printing capacity is doubled, as
compared with presses of tho old
tyle, and under ordinary circum

stances a man and one stout bojare mifflcient attendance. These
points are tho great desiderata in a
newspaper ottlce now-a-dayp- . The
highest rate of speed must bo uuit- -
od to the least expenditure iu
money, in order to oll'set tho steadi
iy eularglng expensos in other di-
rections growing out of the con
stantly increasing demands of the
public on modern journalism.

As to the relative merits of the
four rival machines, it may be said
that up to this time they are not
all sullicieutiy developed or per
fectly doveloped to enable one to
Dually judge without danwer cl
making a mistake, in view of what
may be developed in connection
with them in tho future. It is only
safe, therefore, to tell what one
sees, and to say what impression is
made by results, in common with
other visitors to Machinery Hall. I
nave seen mem an (except the
Campbell) . running at odd times;
and in this way a tolerably fair idea
or their cuarac.er and respective
merits may ue lormed. Jiut it was
my good fortune to see more than
this. I was lucky enough to be
present when two of them (the
Uullock and tho Walter) made
their teat run, of an hour each, iu
presence of tho judges who are to
oiake oiliciu award concerningmem.

Within the hour allotted toil theli r. , . - . a . i . . .waiter press lurneu out the as- -

onishing number of 10,455 com
plete and well printed (S raee)
copies of the New York 'v
havinp- - sfnrmed ! minutes and a
half to sr7ply a new roll of paper.

In the same period of time the
hillock printed and delivered 11,- -

840 completo copies of the New
York IcrcUd eiurlit paces likewise.
Eight minutes were required here
to mate tuc paper sunt, auu about
ten minutes were also consumed in
substituting a new roller for a melt
ed one: out as this seemed to be a
legitimate contingency 1 doubt
whether the loss ought to be de
ducted from theruuniug time. In
regard to tho number of sheets
printed, I must explain that the
Ilu noes press is of double size, that
is, it is wide enough to hold two
full seta of forms which were on it
when tho test was made, while the
Walter had on it only a single be-t-
so that the actual ruuuing capacity
of the former, as compared with
that of the latter (of tho same size,
that is), is as JAW to 10,4 o.. Think
of printing one hundred and seven
ty-hv- o perfect newspapers in i

minute, or threo with every tick of
your watcn; rue temptation is
very strong to enlarge here upou
the bewildering contrast between
one of these powerful and almost
conscious pieces of machinery aud
the frail little hand-pres- s, near by,
wnicu r ranklin used when a jour
neyman prlntei: out this soit of
thing hat been somewhat over
done, and I will resist it. I may
however, ho pardoned for sayingthat tuo progress or the century
can hardly ba move clearly illus
trated thau by a. comparison of
theso two devices for disseminata!- -

ating human knowledge.
The ollicial tost of the lloo ma

chine I did not see, but I have rell
able information that it printed
1:1,000 perfect copitH within its
hour. In this case a double get of
forms were also used, so that its
running capacity as compared with
that or the Walter would lo 10,500
impressions per hour, or about one
hundred to the hour more than that
press. This machine has a folder
attached, which takes the loose
sheets as they leave the plates and
tfeTTrerB them neatly folded ready
for mailing. This attachment is
not necessarily a part of the press
although when it Is in operation it
adds considerably tohe interest of
the machine. I niay say. too. that
n. auu s several inonsanci dollars to
its cost.
