NOVEL USES OF PAPER.

There are few things that cannotnow
be made out of paper. Its adaptabliity
isastonishing,and wildest specuiations
a# 1o its future a1e excusable when we
reflect upon the present uses of this
materiai, As the delicate substance
can be made to serve for steel or iron,
it Is oot difficuit to understand how
paper is for man)"!qurpuaes now taking
the place of wood. Mention was be-
fore made of 8 ngw mill in Sweden for
the manufacture of paper from moss.
Paper of different thicknesses and
pastebeard made of the white moss
have alreadv been shown, the latter
even in sheets three quartere of an
inch thick. Itisas hard as wood, and
can be cdasily painted and polished. It
bas allthe good qualitics, but none of
the defeets of wood., The pasteboard
can conscyuently be used for door and
window irames, archbitectural orna-
mwents and all kinds of furniture,
*Paper made from strong fbres, such
as linen, can in fact, be compressed in-
to a substance so bard that it cannot,
almost, be scratched. As houses have
been made of this novel bullding ma-
terial, so almost everything reqguisite
to complete and furnish a residence
has since been manufactured of paper,
After the Breslau fire-proof chimney,.
jL1a quite possible, for instauee, that
cookineg or heating stoves can be made
of similar materials. These paper
stoves are anncaled—that |s, pajoted
over wilh & composition wojch be--
comes part of the paper and'is fire-
proof. It is said to be impossible to
Durn them out, and they are much
cheaper than iroh stoves., Bath-tabs
we are assured, will iast forever, and
never lesk. FPlaced on the fire, they
will not bura up; and it isalmost im-
possible Lo break or injure them. .Qur
rooms can be floored with this wonder-
fully accomodaling material,as proved
by the Indianapolis skatl:‘}g rink, be-
fore referred to in the Journal. It
may here be mentioned that cracksin
floors, around the skirting-board
or other parts of & may be neat-

room,
ly and permanently lﬁlnd by thorough-
ly spaking avwspapers in paste made
of one pound of Hour, three quarts of
water, and a table spoouful
of alnm, thorouszhly beoild and
mixed. The mixture will be

about a8 thick as putty, and may be
forced into the crucks with a case-
knife. It will harden like papier-
mache,

Doors, which one wounld think were
polished mahogany but that they swing
30 lizbtly, and are free from swelling,
craeking or warping, are compesed
each of two thick paper boards,
stamped and meulded into panels, and
glued together with glue ard potash,
and then roiled through beavy rollers,
These deors ace first covered witha
water-proof coating, then painted and
varnished and bung in the ordinary
way. Few persons san delsct thet they
are not made of wood, particnlarly
when used as sliding doors,

Black welnut is said to be getting
very scarce in this country; but pic-
ture frames are now made of paper,
and celored like, walnut, and ate so
perfect that no one could detect them
without culting them. Paper pulp,
glue, lieseed o1l, and carbonate of lime
or whiting are mixed together and
heated into a thick cream, which on be-
ing allowed to cool, Is rup into moulds
and hardened. :

Drawing rooms can be set off by
handsome pianos manufactured from
aper—a French inveution. A beauti-
ul musical instroment of this kind has
lately been an object of great curiosity
to connoissears and musical savants
of Paris.
