when the Territories of Wyoming and
Washington shall call for admission,the exercise of suffrage .by women In
those Territories may be advanced as
an argument against their admission. '

Vest submitted resolution declar-

rity of Congress, the proposed Nicara-
gua surveying expedition ordered bytbe Secretary of. the jNary was Illegal,and directing that the Secretary do not
enforce the orders Issued on the sub-
ject until definite and final action by
