WEKK UNAVAILING.

Almost as soon as the flames were dis-
covered they burst om, and enveloped
that part ot the steamer where the tire
originated. While some of the crew
were lighting the flr, others lowered
two boats. The largest lifeboat was In
the midst of the tfarncs, and could not
saved. Within fifteen minutes of
the discovery of trie lire the
kerosene on deck was in flames
and it was impossible to remain on the
vessel. Everyone: got into the boats.
There were thirteen in one and eleven
in the other. Tbe fire: was so sudden
that no ope was able to save anything.
The ship's boats were always kept
provisioned ; otherwise, those who es-

caped ia them would have
starved to death.

There was intense suffering from beat,
and lack of water, When all were
nearly dead from exhaustion and after
live days exposure in the open boats,
Remgiro one of the Foumutu group,
was sighted. Here the refngees re-

mained two days, being klDdly cared
for by the natives. Thence, iu a small
cutter, the party reached Tahiti, 190
miles distant. J. D. Friel, one of the
passengers of the liuiatea, died the
day after the boats left the burningvessel. His death resulted from in-

juries received in being pulled through
the bullseye oLthe vessel while being
rescued. The persons on the vessel
comprised a crew of twelve, and four
passengers. Ail except met wer
sived.

were for sale in tbe northern market?.
During the past two days telegrams
were received here by banking and
broker firms from Boston and New
Y'ork asking for the price of VHn;li3a
3s, 1882, due 1U32, interest Jauuaiy aud
July, a number of bonds being asked
for. It was found that there were no
coupons outstanding of the bouc's
named, which gave rise to the suspi-
cion that

SOMETHING WAS WRONG.

A Boston Arm then shipped $14,000
Virginia 3s, as described. These were
received here this morning, and were
taken to the state officers for investi-
gation. They were at once pronounced
fraudulent bonds, With fraudulent
names attached. A new York Dim
offered a similar amount to that of t'.e
Boston Arm, and a $1,000 bond of the
same description was received by
another tlrm of brokers herr, makinr"
In all $29,000 In bonds with all the cou-
pons attached. The explanationthat daring the legislative
session of 18S2, the Kendall Bauk Mote
Companv, of New Yerk, engraved the
bonds for the entire issuu of Kiddle
bergers, under the authority of the act
known as the Rlddleberger act. These
bonds were well executed, and

WKRE ACCEPTED

by the stale, but weru subsequently
rejected and the contract for executing
the bonds was given to the American
Bank Note Company of New York.
The Kendall Company, however, ship-
ped the bonds in three boxes, tfie' of
which the state refused to rWblve;
the other two they took and paid the
express charges on thera. The flrtt
bonds ef denominations of $1,000 each,
from No. 1 to 432 were returned to
New York. The Kendall Company re-

fused to take them back. It is now
believed that those bonds were sold
by the express company afterwards
as an unclaimed package. It evidently
fell ihtovthe hands of sharpers who
foreed the names of 1). R. Rively,
treasurer, and J. A. Smith, second au-

ditor, land proceeded to dispose of
them. It Is nsknoWn what amount of
spurious bonds are on the market. D.
H. Rively was treasurer, but J. A.
Smith Is a fiction.
