SETTLING ACCOUNTS.

Colonel John S. Williams, the Third
Auditor of th' i ivastiry, to-da- v ad
dressed a letter to the Secretary of tin
Treasury, station that on the tlrst day
of Mav last, when he assumed tn - du-
ties of the Third Auditor, it was no-

torious that the business of tae. otlle
was largely in arrears, tli cause beuiir
that the force was not sufficient for the
proper dispatch oi tne wors. ine
Pension Department was nearly a year
benma in its examination and seme
meat of accounts of pension a&ents,
involving a sum of $"V.iS7,8!r), and the
miscellaneous accouut.s against the
government, inclndina the state war
ciaims, amounted to $1.",.iS7,7T4. Some
of the work in the collections division
was over two years in arrears. In th
horse claim division over 11,000 claims
were pendina and unsettled, luvo.vin
1.7ltt.39J. The unsettled accounts of

Ariuy Quartermasters and Commis
saries amounted to $j,ivs,2us. ine un-
settled accounts of engineers amounted
to 5,o5ti,8ao, makiug a grand total ol
$104,628,017.

SETTLING ACCOUNTS.

In the short space of four months
ending on August 31st and without in
creasing the clerical force Auditor
Williams says the accounts of all the
Pension Agents nave neen examined
and settled up to the first of June last
and the clerks in the division are now
examining and settling the accouuts of
the last quarter, which is the current
work. As showing the improvement
in the working capacity ot tne clerks
in that division he says that during the
months of Mav. June. July and August
1884, there were examined and settled
accounts aggregating $16,234,580. In 1885,
the same clerkB with perhaps three or
four exceptions, examined ana settled
accounts aggregating $75,105,778. These
figures make their own comment.

In the horse claims division, CI3
claims have been adiusted or rejected.
involving $76,275, besides carrying on a
large amount oi corretponaence neces
sary lor tne proper disposal ui vuc re-

maining cases. During the same period
in 1W4 200 cases were disposed of, in-

volving $27,7t4.
The accounts of the quartermasters,

commissaries and engineers are up as
far as it is possible for them to be, and
the clerks in these divisions are now
engaged in current work.

The claims division, collections di-
vision and horse claims division are the
only ones In arrear, and the character
of the work necessarily precludes the
possibility ol it being done promptly.
This Is explained on the plea that in
almost everrcase information is re-

quired of other officers and outside
sources, which often involves a long
delay. Auditor Williams says it Is due
to the clerks in the office to say that
with few .i exceptions, since the

resent auditor's incumbency, theyS ave been faithful and efficient. The
improvement in this respect is sim-
ply wonderful. As a consequence of
the large amount of work that has
been performed the whole business is
in a very satisfactory condition. The
Auditor says in this connection, how-

ever, that it may be stated that since
the 4th day of March there appears to
have been an astonishing improvementin the health of the clerks. Last yearout of 159 clerks there were 1,696 sick
days. To-da- y the Auditor knows of
oniv two clerks who are absent on
sick leave. Aa a rosuit rf the im-

proved condition of the business of
the office is the fact that greater eff-

iciency has been obtained. The third
auditor recommends a reduction in
th clerical force. The law now pro-
vides for 158 clerks. There are now
six vacancies by resignation which
need not be filled. The services of 12
more clerks can be dispensed with
without Injuring the nubile service.
making a total reduction of 18 cleaks.
