It is unnecessary in this connection
to refer to any paitlcular case or occa-
sion.

tional and sectarian. Let it as a prin-
ciple know only tne Union, not certain
parts of it, and above all keep out of
discussions and wrangles in which
politics and religion are the principal
figures.
