HOLOUP RETURNS
FOR ANOTHER JOB

Brigham Street Pharmacy Robbed by
Same Man Who Turned
Trick Defore.

It is an old adage of detectives that
a criminal returns to the scene of his
erime, driven by some strange, Inex-
plicable Instinct, but the rare case of
a criminal returning to the scens of
his crime for the express purpose of
repeating It In the same manner, oc-
curred Friday night, when R. Nelden,
prescription clerk, and L. H. Foulger,
soda fountain attendant, in the Brig-
ham Street pharmacy, corner of South
Temple and E streets, were agaln held
up in exactly the same way, by the
robber who stuck them up on Friday
night, Dec. 3.

lovidently the crook who turned this
double trick Isn't superstitlous about
“working' on Friday, as he appears
to choose that night of the week for
his operations It Is belleved that
he deliberately planned to copy his
first robbery of the drug store in
every detall, as a joke on the police,
for giving out a story to the éffect
that the hold-up had become fright-
ened In the midst of his work, had
trembled violently from fear, and had
run out of the front door In a panlc.
It this was his object, he certainly
succeaded, for he even chose the same
time, to the dot, as the hands of the
clock polnted to 20 minutes after the
hour of 9 as he stepped boldly into the
drug store, with a black handkerchlef
tied over the lower portion of hls face

“Come on, jump out, now, and throw
up your hands,"” he sald, “and If you
try to get funny with me, 1'll light your
inslde with electricity. We'll just see
jolnt up the first time. 11l give you
how to make fun of me. I never read
such a bunch of rot in all my life as
the stuff vou told after 1 stuck this
Joint up the first time. I" give you
another chance, but if you ginks think
you can put the fuzz over on me, just
try it again, and I'll come back and
hurt somebody."

The hold-up appeared to be quite
cool, and Foulger did not on this oc-
caslon remark any trembling on his
part. and if ha did, he took good care
‘not to mentlon it.

After taking exactly $10, just the
same amount that he took In the first
robbery, the holdup walked calmly
out of the drug store and disappeared
quickly In the darkness.

“Give Lieutenant Shannon my re-
gards, because he's the bloke that
joshed about my belng =o scared that
1 dropped the money from my claws,
the last time,”” wns the genial hold-
up's Parthian shot

Nelden slipped out of the store by
the back way, Just as the holdup en-
tered through the front door, and the
prescription  clerk  rushed Into the
home of Dr. C. F. Wilcox, at 178 First
avenue, where he telephoned to the
police. The bluecoats got on the job
Immediately, but the bird had flown
about two minutes berore thelr ar-
rival, and the police searched In valn
for the “practical joker" thief. In this
case, as In the first holdup of the drug
store on Dec. 3, the robber made his
eseape, though he had but a short time
to get away before the police came

The police clalm that this same hold-
up also robbed the store of D Bern-
stein, at 25 Comunerclal street, and
stole a revolver, Friday night.

According to Bernsteln, a man an-
swering the description given by Nel-
den and Foulger of the robber who
held up the drug store, walked Into his
place and asked that he be shown some
revolvers, as he desired to make a pur-
chase of a “good .gat” Bernstein haul-
ed out a bunch of fine revolvers and
the man looked them over carefully
but showed that he was not =atis-
fled with them, and he then asked
Bernstein to reach over and get him
a gun that was displayed in the
windew, The man grabbed a .38 cal-
fbre Hopking & Allen revolver and
hurried out of the store as Bernsteln
turned his back.

Close of the Year Finds the Vol-

ume of Business at More
Than Normal Point.

COMMODITY PRICES HIGH.

Financial World Is Adjusting Itself to
The Fact Their Era Has
Come to Stay.

New York, Dec. 17.—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s Weckly Review of Trade tomor-
row will say:

Theé year ls closing with the volume
of business at more than the normal
point and with confidence fully restor-
ad. The prevailling high commodity
prices, indeed, produce considerable
irregularity, and there is much dis-
cussion among the close students of
economlc conditions as to thelr effect
on the money market and on the in-
dustrial and labor situation. But the
business world scems to be adjusting
ftself to the convietion that an era of
high prices has set in, to continue for
an Indefinite perlor.

The sustalned value of raw cotton,
following the government cotton re-
port, has confirmed selling prices of
cotton goods, and additlonal advances
are made in bleached goods, colored
cotton and wide print cloths for con-
verting purposes. Retall trade Is ac-
tive and a large holiday business lIs
being done. Dulness in export trade
in cotton goods Is combining with the
difficulty of getting prices on heavy
cotton to force a curtailment of the
output, for a time, in the eastern and
southern mills manufacturing them.
Men's wear llnes for fall of 1810 are
about ready, and staple overcoatings
have been opened at prices ranging
from 10 to 20 per cent advance, over
last fall.

A good volume of business Is re-
celved by New England manufactur-
¢rs and most of them are busy. Heavy
shipments reflect a heavy footwear
production.  All kinds of leather are
only moderative active, but prices hold
Hrm Dulness continues Lo pervade
the hide market, especlally In packer
stock, as prices are above the tan-
ners’ views.

An advance of §1 per ton on wire
nalls and other wire products became
effective last Saturday, and the pre-
sent level is $6 a ton above the low
point touched last May, although still

$§4 under prevailing prices a vear
ago.
