lief oommlttee has Issued the following
appeal:

"From twelve to fifteen thousand
people, at least, in the State of Michi
gan, have lost their homes, food, cloth
ing, crop, horses and cattle, ua the
night of the Chicago Are, 1,000 people
on th east shore of lak Mlohlgan, and
5,000 or 6,000 on the west shore of lake
Huroo, wrrersdneM to -- almost abso
lute destitution. Within two or three
weeks other small villages and settle
ments have been blotted out. The
number of Individual farm houses,
barns and frontier dwellings, which
have been destroyed by the a 11 -- pervading

fire, cannot, from want of informa-
tion, be accurately calculated in the
affzrezate. We kuow these fires are
still burning. The area of ruin and
devastation Is dally increasing, rne
intensity and dramatic magnificence of
the calamities which hate overwhelm
ed otherjcltles'and villages, are wanting
here, but the suffering exists. A. long,
hard, cold winter Is approaching. Large
numbers of these people are accessible
only by water, and navigation will soon
be closed. Hcarceiy a momn or six
week remain in which to feed, clothe
and shelter them for the winter season,
which extends far Into the months of
spring. They must be helped now or
they win perisn. rney win neea, too,
In the early spring, seed, and imple-
ments for the harvest of next year. The
greater portion of them must commence
life entirely anew, without prepara-
tion, and at the beginning of winter
their Isolation from the avenues of com
merce and the means of communication
makes the problem of relief all the
more difficult and an the more urgent.
The people of Michigan have nobly
responded to the appeals - wbleh this
misery ha made to their sympathy and
generosity, but they are severely crip
pled indirectly in tneir easiness oy me
Chicago fire, and directly by the assis
tance they gave to me saxrerers rrom
that calamity before they were aware
of the demands that would . be made
upon them at home. Many of them,
too, have lost their reeooroes by the
fires which hay occurred in this State.
In their same, and In behalf of the
victims already known, and of many
whom we fear are yet unknown, we
ask prompt and efficient aid from oar
benevolent rsuowciiasns ererywowsw.
