THE SEWERAGE QUESTION.

Obilections te (he Usnnl
Disensaed.

By stems

A correspondent hands in the follow-
ing in relation to one of the most In-
tercsting municipal questions now
being discu-sed lo this city: -

The constraction of sewars tor Salt

Lake City jsa subject of moeh umn-
por e, and should be thoroughly
consifféred before any precipitate we-

tionis taken in regayd 1o them. The
advantaves or defects of sewerage, the
estimated cost, the feasihility of con-
struction with the present waler sup-
ply, the disposal of the sewage, are all
important as hygenle and financial
measures, and should be duly weighed,

while other systems also should be
carefully examined and thelr merits
determined.

There are many
OBJECTIONS TO SEWERAGL

for Sait Lake City; an important one
is the cest; another, the many defects
connected therewith, whicn sanitary
engineers have not -vel overcome;
another, the limited weatler supgly of
the city.

Tae water supply is not new con-
sidered adequate for necessary pur-
poses, and it 8 gencrally cenceded
tont a first class supply anmd good
sewerage are inseparably connected,
and that an abongdance of water is es-
sential tor flushing aud clezoing the
sewers., The presept supply in dronth
or duripg the summer woaths would
he ipsufllicient, pulmula.r'v if the

sewers had but little fall or were
uearly level.

The water supply witho doubt
should frst receive considefition, as

it is indispensible in a hygienie point,
for the welfare of the citizens. Piof
F. de Chanmont in an article on hy-
ziene in speaking of the water supply
says: It merits special consideration,
0 important is its reisation to health,
noth directly as a drink and indirectly
with reference to 118 snuny uses,"’

From statistics rocently  pob-
lished it appears that modern
sewerage i3 very defective; that

sanitary ¢ngineers bDave not yét over-
come the diflicaltles that exist in pre-
ventiner noxions gases from escapiog,
which are so '

DESTRUCTIVE TO HUMAN LIFE,

producing fevers, diphtheria apd kin-
dred diseases; aod where a limitea
water supply exists, these dangers are
augmented, The comunercial civies of
the cast have advantages for sewerage,
in theé ebbing and flowing of the tid. n,
which inland cities do not posstss
Notwithstanding, from the report for
8ix montss ending Jume 30, 1887, the
mortality of Boston was greater.abap
apy of the cities on the ses cnast, al-
thoneh free from infections diseases
In New York, (Chicago, Brooklvn, St
Louis and Ciocinatti, with all the ad-
vantages of modern engineering skill,
the death rate durisg that time was
greater than the corresponding months
of the precediog vear. In New York,
in July last, the death rate was .6 82
per thousauod,three-fifths of that nuin-
ber being children. The citizens of

feriog from an epidimic or typhold
fever caused hy detective sewerage.

The naverage mortality of St. Peters-
herg, Rassia, according to statistics,is
34 2 per thousand and frequently has
been as high as 38 6 per thousand—the
prevailing diseases heing diphtheria,
tevers and kindred aflictions.

betore us, which presents many objec-

tollow in the beaten track pursued by
rhe clties of the old- and new world, 1o
regard to that subject? Snall we u.slnpi

purpose of sewerage?

James in regard to the dry earth sys-
tem introduced upon the estate of
Baron Rothschild. The advantsges
claimed are Jncréased cleanliners;
freedom from bad odors, Lhat the
water of wells is not contamibated,
that brooks and rivers are not ren-
dered too impure for valuabie tish to
frequent them, and thar  the closets
.may be in the bouse wit hout Offe ‘nce,
ete,

PROF, J. A. EWING,

inan article on seweage Bays: A
discharge of urine and fgeces is quick-
iy aud completely deodorized aud ab-
sorbed when covered with a small
quantity of dry earth, and the same
sotl if exposed to the air and ‘allowed
Lo dry may be wused cver and over
ayain for the same purpose. " He fur-
thersays: ‘“*When the water supply is
small and uneerfain, an eacth closet
will, in careful hands, give perfect sat=
Isfacl.!on 2

The situation of our city, the cii-
matic advantages which it poiscsses
for tae introdaction of the drv earth
system,the cheapness and eT ctiven= s
of that system,lall recommend 1t to its
citizens and wonld ne doubt, in Lbe
langoage of Prof. Ewing, "'Gis'e per-
fect satisfaction."’
