would be ever preserved. King Malie-
loa was a very warm friend of the
United BStates, so warm that the fact
provokes the jealousy of the (Jerman
business men of the island. Malietoa
had been & warm friend because he
looked on the United States as being
bonnd to protect Samoan peutrality.
In 1886 Tamasese rebelled against tge
king, but the rebellion could have been
ut dewn without difficulty, becanse

alletoa was king of one of the
bravest E.eople in that part of the
world, he American and English
representatives in Samoa, however,
desiring to prevent bloodshed called
the attention of Malietoa to the obli-
zations  of the United States and
Great Britain and persuaded him to
