The chief
mover In this instance is J.J.Hinds,
Who, as United States marshal of
Albany some time ago, was tried for
being concerned in the conspiracy to
extract certain papers relating to
the mail contracts from the files' of
the Poetofflce Department. He Was
acquitted upon the ground that sev
eral of the witnesses were I implU
cated In the same transactions. For
several weeks affidavits from Hinds
ftaveJbgcn handed about in Wash- -
mgtoBf And an effort has been made
to nave official action against Brady
upon them. They were placed in
the hands of the District Attorney
and in those of the Attorney-Gen- e
ral. By the latter they were hand
ed, during a cabinet meeting, to
t oatm aster-Gener- al Maynaru, who
caused an investigation to be made.
after which they were returned to
the Attorney-Genera- l, with an en
dorsement that they merited no
further attention. Subsequently
they were placed in the hands of
Representative Blackburn, i with
whom they remained some' time.
To-nig- ht they have been given to
certain newspapers, and will doubt
less immediately be j pub-
lished. The chief allegation
ls understpod to ) e that Brady,
Contractor Price and 'certain other
men named, entered into a con
spiracy by the terms of which a con
tract was made for carrying the
mails by a distinct route from Las
Veca9.New Mexico.to Albuquerque;
that the price agreed upon was paid
by Government, while the mails
were carried, In whole or in part, by
a roundabout route, over which an-
other con tract had been made, and
at the same time was beiDg paid for.
Brady's attention was called to this
matter to-nie- ht by a correspondent.
and he explained it as follows: The
contract from Las vegas to Albu
querque was let for the purpose of
expediting th mails 25 hours, and
It actually had this result. Tne con-
tractor was J. B. Price, whose bid
was the lowest one made. In the
course of time It came to the know-
ledge of the department that the
mails were beincr carried a small cart
or the way over the old route, but
that the expedition contracted for
was nevertheless made. A special
agent w.is sent to investigate the
m uter, and upon bis report 94,hm)
was retained from the amount due
to rlcw, tliatbetag the proportion
vvnlco would nave been earneu over
that portion of the route served by
other contractors.' Another charge
Is In connection with the route from
Las Vegas to Prescott, which charge
was investigated ana provea to oe
without foundation by a committee
of Congress a year ago (several
persons ate mentioned by Hinde as
being aJblo tb sUbstahtlftt the allega-
tions made by him. When the mat-
ter first came to Brady's knowledge,
he caused letters to be written
to the persona mentioned, - and . has.
