THE LAMANITES IMPROVING RELITEF
BOCIETY NEWS—EILK
INDUSTRY.

The next day being Buudsy, at 10
o’clock, we all went to Hunday
sohool, which was conducted by
Elder Moroui Ward. A few white
children wers in attendance,but the
echool conslsted mostly of, not only
red ehildren of smsll growth, but
full grown men ‘and women, all
pesning io earnest to learn as fast
ms posaivle. 1 lsteued Lo each clazs
separstely, and, while I wasdeeply
struck with surprise with thg pro-
gress of the echolars, [ felt no lees
admiration for the uutiring pstience
and perseverance of Lhe leachers.
By regyueal [ addreseed the school
for a stort tirwe, HBishop Zuudel in-
terpretiog (o Lbuose Lhul uid not ful-
ly understand.

At 2 pom. wé stlended niceting.
After the sacrament was adwiuis-
ter.d my brother preachied & short
and interwstin dlscourse, ufter
which - Bistiop iuudel organized &
Relief Boclely with Bister Flizabeth
J Zundel preeident, Bisters Melissa
Hunssker aud Kobhn (Lamanite)
counselore; Bister Harriet Chandler
secretary, and Alwira Hall treasa-
re'l:l:ua tiwwe would not admit ef vot-
ing In the membere that day; but I
have recelved a report from the sec-
retary saying that at the next Sun-
day meeting 41 members were re-
ceived, 35 of whom are Lamanites;
ssveral of whom expressed Lheir
gratitude In being thus organized
and thelr desirea to learn 1o kee
house and to muke clothlng as their
white sisters do.

One Impressive featare of the ser-
vices In the afternoon meeting,
which we attended, must not be
overlooked, i.e., the emiuging, which
wae all performed by a ILamanite
choir of elx maies and six femalea.
With the many variativns in their
tanes, which are very peculiar, the
perfection of their time ia truly as-
onlshing. |

After the meellng was dismlssed,
the children were called together,
and I organized s Primary Associa-
tion, with the following officers:
Phliena H, Zundel, presiavnt; Kliza
Ward and Almira Hall, counselors;
Phebe Zandel, secretary, aud Had-
den Ward, treasurer.

We were informed that Brother
Chandler issuccessful here in teach-
Ing » day school, which 153 well at-
tsnded; he also hsas charge of the
Sanday Bchool, but wad absent on a
visit—we did not see him. The In-
dians are very Industrious, under
Brother Zundel’s direction. This
supumer they purpose building =
number of dwelling honses of brick
of thelr own manufacture, which
will advance them much In domes-
tie improvement.
