The Denver News of the 14tk con-
talns the details of the appalling
calamity on the Utah MIidlend the day
before. Itsecms thatat T o'clock that
worning, as the construction trdin ofi
the western division was moving over
a fresh-la1d fraction of the track be-
tween the west portal ol Hagerman
tunnel and Hell Gate; the epgine and
two flate, loaded with rails dnd nedrly
300 laborers, were ditched, four men
leelng titeir lives and between 50 and
00 sustaining more or less Ipjury. It
was nearly three hours after that a

messepger arrived (rom the wreck and
potified the snperintendent of con-
strugtion, Mr. Nelsorn, and Georze W.
ook, the general agent of the Mid-
land, of tie

that had visited them. Tne messengar
himself, who was almost delirious
witn excitement, was uodeclided as to
the real extent of the affair, how muny
lives had perished or how many had
been injured.

Toe officers of the road, to whom
the western division has not yet been
turned over,notitied the chief surgeon,
B. 8. Galloway, ot the awlul ta~k that
had been, unetpectedly committed to
hidy, and, procuring assistance, the
rescuing party started for'the locality.
It was nearly noon when the traio
paused before the wreck and found
the mangled forms of the unfortunate
men strunye out before them upon the
margin of the track that bad been luid
but a few bourg before.

Without pausing to survey the heart-
rending scene

THE SURGEONS

began thelr labors, wbile as rapidly as
the men were stimulated they were
placed io the colliches that bhad been
rovided for them. The track for 1
vel or more was literally strewn with

the bleeding forms ot the laborers and
several hours were spent lo gettiog

them in condition for removul to the

city. Forthe dead baggage cars bad
been prepared, the bodles of three of
tnem belng placed slde by side.
Bepeath the ensgine was found the
lifeless form of Hariyv Barker, fore
mun of the tracklayers. The budy bad
been literally sheath«d In the mire at
at which the wreck occurred, while the

steam that was e¢scapiog from the
builer of the locomotive was cooking

it. Long befoie the arrival of the
surgeons life bad quit its

The fireman ard engineer, who had

eseaped  without serious injury,

A few feet in the rear and doubled
beneath the iron ralls was the dead
body of James McMahous, which hLad
been crushed into a pulp.

The first gentleman to speak was
Couuciler Boyle, He was iu favor ol
bonding tbe city lor $5,000, I it
is concladed to do this, toe matler
of what the muue{ will ve ex-
pended for can be lald before the
people at a fulure time—whether it
ghall ke for an lmprovewment ol the
waler system - (something which is
much needed) or anything else. Toere
Arc MAany Lmprovements necessary and
tne people suould be asked winst they
tbiuk is most neces=ary.

lu rexard to the Boulevard, the gen-
tlewan thougat it #hould be built, He
had conversed with & number of lead-
ing business men on toe letier subject
aud they have expressed Lhemselves as
anxious to bave the work accom-
plished, There may be other improve-
ments, very necessary, but it appears
to be the wish of wsny of the tax-,
payers Lo bave the Boalevard built,
Toe moaey could be oblained
herg 1n town oo s pote of ihe
city, &t 7 per cent Interest.

Alderman West was in favor of bor-
rowiog all the money the Ciiy can le-
wally, Butthere seems to be a differ-
conce of opinion as to how it shall be
expended. He thougbt the question
to be submitted to the people is, shall
we horrow, probably $60,000, and how
shall that mo ey be expesded?—for
an lmproved waler system, 1or a new
city hall, or for a Boulevard? Cer-
taicoly $25,000 mus~t be applied to the
1mpiovement ol the water works.

The gentleman -moved that the
Councll submit to the people tLhe
question of borrowing as much mosey
us the City 18 ‘entitled to borrow onder
the charter aod the legislative enact-
ments. The gentleman called attention
(o Dis suggestion at the last meeling
that probably the borrowing powers of
the City could be extend:d at the next
~ession of tae Legislature and then the
whole amounot could be secured at
unce. :

Mr. West's motion was seconded by
Mr. Boyle. -

Tae Mayor suid there would be $10,-
000 in the treasary this fa'l; in addi-
tion to this another $10,000 could be

borrowed. This, it l.yfFrared to the
gentleman, wou!& be all the money the
Council could reasonably use till next
spring. Then it would be known
whetner the Legiszlature would extend
the borrowing powers of the city and
decisive action could be taken.

Mr. Boyle: **We can ind plenty of
ways to spend the means, Mr.
