Tbiteuailawhtu driven luto the
foot of a hor--o are extremely liable
toplitorslitrlu such away that
oneiortion of thu nail will penetrate
into the sensitive jortlon of the
hoof, whiru it will wi.ik havoc
among the sensitive ncrvis and
caike lockjaw and death if not
treated with great care. Why
smiths will e tills sort of nail or
w liy horse ow.icrx will allow it to
be U'cd w hen thise daugt rs may be
obviattdlo the use of other nalts at
an additional expense of less than
a half cent er horse Is a conun-
drum.
