I ' have corresponded,' some sustaining
me In all I have said, some going still
farther in the opinion of the use and
benefit of the drone' bee: but those i I
rely most upon differ with all of us who
have written on the subject. The pre-
vailing opinion la that the drone bee is
of no especial benefit to strong swarms,
except to pair with young queens,
but that it Is best to leave a email piece
of drone comb In every hive to prevent
the bees from raising drones In worker
cells, as they have done in several es

In theapiarle of brother Whit
ney, of Sprlngviile,: brother Meecham
of thla city, as well as in ray own. A
young queen will canse less drone
comb built and rear less drone than
an old one. In localities where there
are but few swarms of bees we ehould
leave more drone jjcomb than when
tbere are a great many,swerms, for the
reason that the young queen is liable to
get lost if she does not meet a drone on
her first or second flight; and when
there are but few drones it lessens the
chance of her meetlogone, as they in-

variably fertilize in the air. ;

One word concerning milk weed, and
I dismiss the subieot. 'Brother Meech
am tells me Chat be knows, from ex
perience, that it is wax from the milk-
weed that causes so many crippled bees,
but he advises not to destroy the weea.
for it is of more benefit than harm to
bee keeper. I trust that what has
been said will do mere good than harm.
My bees are d .lng better than at any
time this year.
