< an Irrigation Distrlet., =«

2151, 1887,
Editor Deseret News:

Some years ago the peogle of Mill-
ville and Providence anited together
and nfade two ditches to bringe water
out of Blacksmith Fork River on tle
east side. Some time alterwards these
two szitiements formed themsélves,
anderthe laws of the Torritury, luto
au Irrigating district, aad iu this ca-
pacity they  toosk ia the two
ditches ova loe enst  mide. and
one ditch on the west side. (This latter
oue i3 owped exclusively by Millviile),
Providenee But 1 its diteues, which
carry water from other directions sud
which are owaned exclusively by Provi-
dence.
