After a moment
of reverend silence the clear-- vplce of
the bishop-ele- ct was heard ottering
the words of the blessing "Lku Cvjus
Miseratione," etc. "0 ! God, br whose
mercy the souls of the faithful, and
rest, deign to bless this grave and send
Toy holy angels to guard; It, and loose
from all the bonds ot those whose
bodies are herein interred, that they
may ever rejoice ia Thee with ' Thy
skints, through Jesus Corist, our Iord.
Amen."

With a sprig of fir plucked from a
neighboring branch the holy water was
sprinkled over tha grave and tha casket
was lowered by the ssrgeaat. The
regular burial service, beginning with
the canticle of Zachary, or benedictut,
and ending with the chanting ot the
faprofundin by the choir of domlnican
priests, broogat the religions features
of the obsequies to an end. The priests
stood aside and remained In a groupnear the head ot the grave and every
breath . was hushed while the widow
came a step forward and for one brief
moment looked upon the casket which
held her beloved dead. As she turned
away, the other mourners in a body
paid their

and then at a signal the artillery fired
a salu'e ot seventeen guns and the
Loyal Legion moved up in line and
looked in upon the --etui uncovered
casket and then ft led away.

THE BURIAL SITE.
The grave is a few rods distant from

the Lee Mansion, a little to the front
and south of it, and Juat beyond the
brow of the grassy elope that pitchessomewhat eastward toward the river.

lower down fringed with an irregularrow ot evergreen trees, surround the

As he was alone in the exalted rank in
which he died so fittingly, he ites alone
in front of that army of dead heroes
who find a resting place at Arlington. ..
