I spent some time in the wonderful
lucMUits temples of Bangkok These
was one right next to the palace ol the
king in which Ins majeity hail wor-
ships during his stay in Ins capital Toms
temple has a spire hundreds of feet high
made of coili after coil of masonry plated
with gold There i I was told more
Than f 100 oco worth ol gold upon it It
has ooors of ebony inlaid with mother

these candles are in candles icks plated
