A3 announced, the remains of
Brother John Van Cott were con-

viveyed to the Assembly Hall this

miorning, where, between the hours
of 10 and 11 they were viewed by
the many friends of the deceased
who attended the funeral.

When the hour of 11.15 arrived
the family and relatives entered the
building und were seated.

On the stand were Presldents
John Taylor, J. F. 8mith and Wil-
ford Wocdruti; Comnselor Daniel H.
Welle; Patriarch Jobn Smith;
Prests. A. M. Cannon, D. O, Calder
and J. E. Taylsr; also of the Presi.
dents of the Heventies, H, 8. Eld-
redge (who condncted tbe services)
and W. W. Taylor, A. H. Cannon,
and Jas, W. Cummings, Fdward
Stevenson, E. B. Tripp and H. G.
Park (pali-bearers),

President Eldrodge annonnced
the following hymn, which was
sung by the Choir:

Rest for the weary cead,

Best, for the aching head,
Liea on the hitl-side, rest

With the great unoumberod-dead,

Prayer was offered by Apcstle
Woodraff.

The Cholr eang:

Thou do'st not woep, to weep alone,

President JoserH F. EMITH was
the fArst speaker. In'!referring to
the decea:ed he satd he did not feel
to mourn as without hope. He did
not feel the presence of death. He
reallzed, he thought, that the life
and labora of their beloved brother
who had taken his departure from
smongest them had been such as
would entitle him to that reward
and blessing, and enjoy s eatlsfac-
tion and fullness of glory which a
most faithful life to the laws of God
entitle every one Brother John
YVan Cott had been true and faithful

the end. He was always reliable
and never wavered, to the apeaker’s
knowledge. He was always valiant
in the testimony of the truth; was
always diligent in the discharge o:

the duties devolving uponm him by |

reason of his holy calling in the
Priesthood of the 8Bon of God. The
memory of hia life was only pleasant

and acrecab e. No sta was
upon his characler. No scar
lingered in° the mind regarding

bis past life, but he had I« ft & name
pure and unsulied among the Lai-
ter-day Saints, which . woulu ltve e
iong a8 those Iived who knew him
in this life,and who received benefit
from his instructions and goodly in
fluence, wlelded wherever he went,
and then hls name would live in the
courts of God, and in the annals of
the history of the Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter day Baints forever.
Under snch circumstances there
seemed but little room to monrn for
the departure of Brother Vao Cott.
He had lived a good life. He had
lived many yesrs. He had labored
faithfully, and had been true to the
last, Burely he would win the prize.
The crown that was lnid up for the
faithful would enrely be his, and no
power oculd teke 3t from him. This

was  the speaker’s testimony
and feeling concerning  the
deceased. There WAS only

cause to mourn the loss of the =o0-
ciety of Brother Van Cott from our
midst fur & while; but the feithfal
life of the deceased would slwaye
e a comfort to his family and an
incentive to them to follow in his
footsteps.

closed by offering comiortiog

rjoice with hlm throughout the
countless ages of aternily.

MR. ALTHUR STAYNER MAKER THE
REQUIBITE SEVEN THOUBAND
POONDS,

Mr. Arthur Stayner, of Fatming~
ton, has Just concluded his firat pale
of sugar made at hls fzctory, the
quantity being half a ton, and the
tha purchaser Mr, 8. P. Teasdel.

The manufaciurer  prodoced
the requisite gquantity, 7,000
pounde, of the proper standard

of guaiity toentitle him to the pre-
mium offered by the lastLegislature,
and has received a certificate to that
effect froin the commiselonera em-
wered to adjudge in the matter,
nforinoately for Mr, Stayner, he
met with some obstacles that threw
him sixteen daye over the time
specifled by the Legislature, within
which the 7,000 pounds of saccharine
substance should be produced toen-_
title the manufacturer to the $5,000
preminm. Were 1t not for this fact the
commiesioners would unhbesitatingly
izssue an order for the money to be
paid to him. Aas it is, however, they
have no authority in the premises,
The obatacle in 1he 'way of the pay-
ment is, howsver, only technical,
and the Lagislature, when It meets,
will doubtlees take steps 1o epuble
Mr. Biosyner to obtaln the award
which be Las viriualiy earped. The
object of the Legisiature in oifering
the monetary icducement was to
ascertain the feasibility of the man-
ufacture of sugar in Utals, This ob-
Ject bay been attained, by the opeta.
tlona of the Farmington factory,
and the award is virtuslty secuored.
