Having Ions been a resident of till
Territory I have heard a great deal of
contention in regard to the rigtit of
water, the thought occurred to me
if aU the water that falla from the
cloudea eoold te utilized all
or nearly all of the land iu nearly
all the valleys of Utah could be buc-ocssfu- lly

cultivated. A great pro
portion of the water from all the
mountain stream?, tuna Into the
dillereut ' lakes end 1j not used
for irrigating purposes, which might
be "util zed by iuekIuk dams- - and
reservoirs in the court o of those
ptreama at comparably email ex
pense bo that all might have all the
wait r tliey need, without contention
or fetrlfe.

When I was cast I noticed' the
ajauner la which tome cUieafeppeo
ially Cleveland and ChiCftEol 'h--
tained tbelr water. I ibe? thoughthow much more easily ibis iot le
could obtain au ample supply of
water aad lastead. of forcing water
up, merely save lust which comts
down, theu there would be p enty
ror an. i nave made some caiouu
tiona in rcgaid to the expense of
rtEervoir?, arm 1 una that reservoirs
for water will In no cise coat more
than ten dollars per acie, that is, a

large encugh to coutalu
water enough to iriiuiite one hun
dred acres of laud, will not cost over
one thousand dollar?, and In moat
cases will not cost one-tent- h of that
amount. I propose to tava all tLe
water that runs In tliete fctreamB
durlufc the fall, winter and springana men apply it during the sum
mer. In some caes It may he neces

ry to so construct them so as to he
perfectly water tiuht. If bo, resort
must pe nau to water lime cement
or clay that can be rendered Imper
vioua 10 water in such a manner
that springs will not break out be
low, but wiiere it can te done niske
all reservoirs in the course of the
streams themselves. Tnen if pptings
jooretK eui no aarcago will Lt;
done, and no one'a rli?ht will or can
be interfered with. 'If such in M
rangement could ho entered into,
tnousanus or acres that are now ly-
ing dormant would become rfch,
fertile farms, luxurious with vegeta-
tion, and thousand of people could
make comfortable home In these
valleys that are now emit ratingI merely design to throw out hints
for others to enlarge upon. In re
gard to the construction of these
countalns for water.varioua methods
may te adople J. according to locali
ty anl the various circum stances of
the people. There are orne locall
ties where there are streams which
run only a part of the year, and
where the ground Is too porous to be
made to hold water. In such caes
resort must be had to either pipee
or lumber conductors and camentcd
reeervolrs. As I tatd, I hopa eooce
one will tell us how to construct
these weir?, damp, reservoirs and
fountains in the cheapest, most dur-
able and efficient manner.

I have noticed near Tayson, and
also In this pUor, several thousand
acres that are now vacant fdr want
of water, when at the sametl o a
great amount of water is running to
waste. You 8alt L&ktrs might not
like this Idea, considering that you
bring a large amount of your water
'Tom Dtah Lake; bu t you must
utll z your mountain streams In
the sacoe way, and: from past expe-
rience and obeervation we learn that
a vegetation increases In any locall-- t,

wa tar increases In like propor-
tion. If this b tiue, Utah Jjkewill remain about the came.

Ke-ior- t Id had to artftiaa wella
and dry farming, which may prove
prefliabif, but I think the saving of
che water we already have will he
much more so.
