THE FULL TERM.

Wm. R. Smith Sent to the Peni-
; teatiary.

This afterpoon Willlam R. Smith,
President of the D vls County Stake,
was called to recelve sentence on &
plea of gullty to unlawiful cohabita-
tion. Judge McBride, in beball of the
defendant,asked the court te posipone

sentence for three weeks, to permit
Mr. Smith to attend to some persopal
business:

Mr. Peters objected to the postpone-

ment, and Judge Zane refused to grant
the request.

The Court then sald—Mr. Smith,
what have you to say? Do you intend
to obey the law in thefuture?

Judge McBride said he had, a' state-
ment written by the defendant, which
he desired the Court to listen to. The
paper was then read:

May it please your honer: I desire to
make & statement. I bave lived near-
ly sixty-two years, and for the first
time I am now arraigoned before a
court of justice, haviog been charged
with breakiog the laws of my country,
I will bere state that I married three
ol my wives between shifty and forty
years ago. | married my last wife
some (wenty years sioce, and for
the last three or four years she
bad been =&sn (ovalid, & great
portion of the time confined to her
room and much of the time to her bed,
The condition and cirumstances with
w! ich she I8 bow surrounded are likely
to Rasten her to an untimely crave.
When we entered the marriaze con-
trac', to oar understasding there was
no law agalnst it. They are the moth-
ers of my chidren and the giand-
motbers of my grand-chlidren, Our
children are our seals te Lke Agree-
mentaod our grandehlldren are dupll-
cate seals to the same, apd conse-
quently parties in Interest. It sexual
lutercotirse of ftself consttuted
the offense with which I am charged,
covered by the time of the Indictment
[ conld not ad~ v that [ am gallty. i
can state thmat [ have not counseled or
advised, 1o public or private, any one
0 break the laws of the lane,
1 bold that all men are equally respon-
sible belore the law.” And wtile I have
uo desire, in the least degree, to pat
ln'nel! in a deflantiposition to the laws
of my couontry, unless I could stifl:
every sense ol hcnor and manbood,
and blet sut every feeliog of bumanity
from my soul, I "conld not repu-

dlate the cootracts before men-
tioned, without the free consent
and aesire of all parties in

Interest; and it i3 my deaire, 80 far as
I may have the opportunity, to provide
for the wants and seeessities of those
women who Are the mothers of my
chbildren} whoBe gray hairs shows un-
:q'unhble evidence of their decline in
lite. If I could prove to yeur honor,
and it would free me from punishment,
that for the toree years coverced by the
indictment [ had not visited either of
the houses of those women to inqulfe
alter the wante of their tamilies and
provide for lheir necessities, aud had
not adsisted them 1o the hour of afllic-
tion und sore trial; that I bad oot giv-
en them any more recogalition than
though they were strangers, the verdiat
of my heart would be that I'was entires
ly destitute of moral courage and that
[ was deserving of just coodemnsa-
tion. I would preler to suffer panish-
medt undeserved rather than escape
under those circumstances, when it
was jastly deserving. Those women
have thelr own homes and farms, and
hold the title to them in their own
right; and so far as peace and good
arder are conceraed,they will compare
favorably with the same number Any-

where, and am grateful to
state  that up te the pres-
ent mot owe disgraceful act bhas

or can be recorded azainst any one of
my families. If it please your honer,
[ respectiully ask you to defer sen~
tince uuntil you have carefully conside
eéred all Lhe facts and conditions in the
ahove statements. Iaving full confi-

dence Im your Imtelligence aund
high sense of honor, equity
and justice, I trust that you

will use the discretion you possess and
mete out o me the same measure
tnat you would desire meted outl to
;i‘uu if our conditinns were reversed.
hn_nklngtvuu for yeur indulgence and
patience, 1 have no more to say.

Court (to defendant)—How magy
wives have you?

Mr. Smith—I have four.

Court—You have a lawial wife?

Mr. Smith—Yes, sir.

Court—What is the reason you can-
not promise to live with her alome in
the future?

Mr. Smith—My reasons are given In
my statement.

The Court then read President Bmith
& lecture om the ensrmity of the
offense ol haviag more wlves than
one, and said: *The court would
not be impartial to sentence poor and
ignorant men 1o the penitentiary, for
the full term, and be lenient to you, a
President of a Stake,and & man of
inflaence in the Church.'” He then
sentenced Mr. Smith to six months and
to pay a fine of $300 and costs.

After .a pause, Judge Zane sald—I
wish here to remark that im some of
these cases, gentlemen, presuming on
thelr personal friendship with me, have
approached me, to influence wmy judg
ment 10 thess cases, [ wish to say that
1 do not want soy more of such pro-
ceedings. This does mot apply te
Judge McBride, who has represeated
the defendant here.

He Wanted to Die.

The latest individual up to date who
bas contemplated suicide is Fred. K.
Holingren, who bas figured io the Po-
lize Court on more than one occasion
because of quarrels with hls wile The
conple have not dwelt happily together
for some time, and recently separated.
Mres. H. took with her their three chil-
dren, two boys and a girl and has been
living on First South Street, but the
rent haviog been ralsed, she sold out
her household furniture, preparatory
to leaviug.

When the sale was floished she
wrapped up a small parcel ot clothinsm,
gave it to the two boys—elght and
seven,respectively—and sayiog thatshe
bhad previded for them as long as
she was able to, told them to bhunt
their fsther wp and let him farnish
them & home. They started out yes-
terday wmorning, sod after searchicg
around for a while found their father.
He, bowever, deserted them and went
futo a saloon. The little fellows wan-
dered about till late In tbhe aftggnoon,
having been without food all day,when
tbey found their way to the City Hall.

When be left them, their father had
given them a neote to take tc thelr
motber, but in going back to their for-
mer home they found that she and the
little girl bad departed. The note is
in Swedish, and reads as follows:

**0Old womsn, you understand what
SOTrOW yOu Bave brougaton me, Are
you silly? Whay don’t you sesil your
children to am orphan'’s home? ‘I?t:ere
i= no hope; you will never see me any
more in this lite. [ am golnn.o dis-
appear in the spirit world, Farewell,
Augusta. You bave rained me forever
You have no conscience, Oa! I have
no life.

Yours forever, Kare.”

The police huunted Holiogren up,
and took him o task for his course,
He declared that his lile had become
so miserable with his spouse that he
wanted to die, and contempiated nelf-
destroction. He cbanged his mind,
hewever, and started off with the boys
to place them in the Orphan’s Home.

After Hollogren had gone, Mrs. H.
came 1o the Halland inquired for the
boys, ber conscicmce having smittea
ber at having turned them out. Bhe
pleaded that she was unabie to provide
for them and that their father failed

BOOTH-BARRETT.

The Great Engagement Begins.—
America’s Two Foremost Actors
as Iago and Othelle.

An interior jammed and black with
people. "'Standing room oaly” on
sale, and that rapidly diminishiag as
the surging tide of huamanity swept {o-
to the bullding and, flooding pit, cir-
cles, galieries, eagerly settled itself in
every available nook and corner of the
spacious auditorium. A ticket-seller
worn and weary, though still active
and agitated ; a management proud and
happy; a0 audience breathless with
expectancy, already seated, or pushmwg
anxiously towards the much coveted
chairs which had cost so much time

and money to gecure; the
subdued strains of =m in-
visible orchestra edclpying the

stage back of scene and curtaln,
for the first time in its histery to allow
three rews of extra chairs, flled with
as many spectators, to have its place
within the railing, and a curtain walt-
ing to ring up on the most notable
event In local histrionic amnals. Such
in brief was the spectacle presented by
the Salt Lake Theatre last evening.

Promptly st filteen minutes past
eight the curtaia rose upon the play,
Shakespeare'’s great tragedy, Othello.
A prolonged aspirate, *'Sb,’” like the
whisperiog of autumn winds through
withered leaves, swept over the aadi-
ence, and every neck was craned and
every eye and ear concentred upon the
stage:

Tae characters first to appear are
Iago and Roderigo, on their midnight
errand to the Bome of BSenator Bra-
bantio, to acqoaint him with the horri-
fying news that his daoghter, Desde-
monsa, and the Moor, are '‘no more
twain but ¥ee flesh.'"” Mr. Booth was
at first norecogunized, save by & few,
as be glided gracefully towards the
footlights, or without doubt he wouald
bave recelved quite asstormy a wel-
come as that which greeted his dis-
tinguished compeer, a few moments
later. From the first it was evident
that Booth was playing to win; every
perve was sirained and every poimt
made to.tell. Neverbefore was such
an Isgo seen uwpon our boards} we do
not even except the fine impersonation
given here by the great tragedian fome
months ago, which, compared tou last
pight's thoroughly admirable render-
ing, was tame and feeble. The reason
is , doubtleas, that, in a competitive
sense, he had **a foeman worthy of his
ateel,” in other words, ke was playing
against Barrett’s Othello, and could
not afford to lose a single trick. I'he
result was a triomph for the actor and
s feast for his audience,

flarrett played with his nsual excel-
leace, without exhibitiog to the fullest
¢xtent the magoetic power of which
we all know him capable. IL was not
sach an Othello asa Forrest or a Sal-
vinl would have given; it lacked the
robust savagery of the latter, the tem-
pestuous  fury of the {former;
but it was a strong and admirable de-
linestion nevertheless, and in plsces
the actor came near te shining ‘with
the full lustre of his genius. The great
scene in Act Third, where the cunoing
haman devll, Iago, inciees the Moor to
jealousy, gave each actor his best op-
portunity, and right royally was it
taken advantage of. The curtain was
rung up twice at the close of this act,’
in response to the most tremendous
peals of spplause. Aside from this
crowning gem, among the sciotilia-
tions ol genlas which flew
like sparks from a forge throughout the
eut're evening, may be mnoted the
following: Othello’s apolagy belore
the scpate, his tender show of grief at
dismissing Cassio, his love for hls
wife struggling with his jeaious rage,
his heart-breakiog farewells to the
sieeping Pesdemona before murdering
her, and his stunned semse of stupe-
fection a8 he graduoally awakens to the
horrible realization of how he has been
duped and ruined by that arch hypo-
crite and flend of politicans, l[ago. The
jatter waa 80 evenly excellenta por-
traval as to defy criticism, and almost
bifMle an attempt at particularization;
the smirking malignity, the sataple

nilosophy, the hypocritical humility
:nd lsﬁe show of candor and friend-
sli were never 8o strikingly
snd censummalely portrayed ; wringing
applause for the expression el ths
most villsinous sentiments from hands
w hose owners' hearts are fllled “with
loathing sand execration, is certainly
one of the triumpis of the actor's art.
The flendish malignity and flou.llg
exultation which Beoth threw into his
countenance—one of the most express-
ive that pature ever made—as he bent
over the prostrate form of the suicide,
Othello, 1n the finale of the t 1y,
though he spoke not & ‘word, told tae
whele story of his villainous life and
t.n% ;nattvu wtnlch had mtin‘ugohdlmiho
e support was evenoly g
exception being Miss Mioa K. Gale,
whose Desdemons was of more than
ordioary excellence, 1ntense as well as
be u:.ll‘nl.P 01“ t%::lmm:n, Mr. Royle,

effort necessary on the part of the
straining occupant of a seat im the
rear te convert the top of & banper Inte
“‘Burnbam wood coming to Duansi-
pane,’” or a solitary plume waving
dreamily in the distance lato the gg:s-
eous parade of ‘‘the Emperor's y
guard'’ prior to the *‘descent of the
anarchists aad destruction of the 1m-
perial palace.” Let **hats off'* bethe
tule, Iadies, from henceforth, and make
your admirera correspondingly happy.
