CONGRESSIONAL

SENA K.

Washington, IS. After tbe
morning hour the Chair presented
the unfinished business, being the
river and harbor appropriation bill,
the pending question being on the
motion of Thurman to recommit
the bill to thecOmmitUe on appro-
priations w ith instructions to report
a bill reducing the aggregate
amoiist tor improvements on rivers
and harbors to u sum not over $4,- -
000.000.

Merrimon deft niled the House
from the imputations by several
Senators that the bill was framed
in a way to secure the expenditure
of money in doubtful districts to
secure them to that party. He
showed where large mms bad beeu
appropriated for works in lepubii- -

can districts.
Hhermau asked what single reform

had the democratic party accom-
plished since 1850, and said he could
show fifty for the republican party.

Morton 1 would like my friend
to name any one tingle good act of
any Kind that the democratic party
bas done within twenty-liv- e years.
(Applause in the galleries.)

Merrimou said thnt in years pre-
ceding the war there was nothingto reform. The revenues were not
stolen and taxes were bo light that
the people scarcely knew that they
were contributing to the support of
the government. Now, on the con-
trary, one-four- th of the revenue
was lost in ita collection; the frauds
practised by the republican party
from 1S66 to 1S71 were so appallingthat the better men of th partycould not fail to see the evils, and
a commission was raised to endea-
vor to reform the civil service of
the government. That commis-
sion was composed of Geo. William
Curtis, A. G-- Cattell, Jos. Medill,
D. A. .Walker, K. B. Klliott, Jos.
H. Blackfern and D. C Cox: it was
endorsed by the republican party.Those gentlemen he supposed be-

longed to .ibe,btfer class of repres-
entatives, and he did not deny that
mere, were good rjaen in the repub-Hca- D

party, but they were impotentto control. W A thetarty.. - . . . ...
. ruorion reviewed tne history of
the democratic party, and said that
the party in convention in Chicae--
in 1S66, with Tilden himself on a
committee, declared the war a
taiiure. in any other countrv than
this that declaration would have
beerrpunished as high treason. The
democratic party had the blackest
and most damnable record in the
history of ' parties in this or anv
other country. (Applause in the
gallery.)

HOUSE.
Washington, IS. Cox repliedto Smalls, aud quoted Irom the

book written by Pike, late minister
to. tne. Hague, entitled 4,A l'roa-trat- e

State South Carolina under
a Negro Government," and id
whiclv. members of the legislatureare characterized as highwaymen,
professional legislative robbers aud
pickpockets who, under the law,
rob poor and rich alike. He spoke
of tho book aa a revelation of dark
ness in robbery and rascality.

Smalls asked Cox whether he
had got a book of the history of the
city of New "York. (Laughter on
the Ilepubllcan side )

Cox replied that he belonged to
that portion" of the Democratic
party which had driven out the
rascals from JNew York, and asked
why they had not done the same
insBouth Carolina. (Applause oh
the Democratic side.)

Townsend admitted (ironically)that the city of New York
"Was a land of pure delight,
Whore saints Immortal dwell,"

and compared the population and
debt of South Carolina and of the
City of New York, giving the
former ns 705.000, with a debt of
$10,000,000, and the latter as 942,000,
with a debt of f 114,000,000. He spoke
of Wm. Tweed as the ruler of New
York City, for wore thau twelve
years. During that time, when
Tammany Llall was in Its power
and glory under Tweed, the gen-
tleman from Ohio (Cox) broughthis little ciarpet bag into the Cityof New York, set it down in Tamm-

any-Hall aud looked up smiling-
ly for the approbation of Wm M.
Tweed. (Laughter on the repub-
lican side.) He alluded to the
other lights of Tammany Hall,
Richard B. Connolly, l'eter B.
Sweeney, J. Garvey, Ingersell,
Fields, Genet, etc. He spoke of
various sums which each had
stolen. The governor had not yet
found time to investigate the oat-rag-e

of letting Tweed escape, and
the sheriff still held his office.

Cx replied to Townsend, and
reminded him that it was because
of Gov. Tilden's eminent services
in driving out Tweed that he was
now a democratic candidate for the
Presidency. One fact, however,
could not be get around. It was
too soggy to burn and too tough to
split, and that was, that whereas in
New Yk the authorities, demo-
cratic aud republican, alike, with
Gov. Tilden at their head, punishedtheir rascals, while South Carolina
and the federal raacals still went
unconvicted into courts. Tweed
was a rascal, but ho had the aid of
a republican legislature. As to his
(Cox) taking his carpet bag from
Ohio, he had always . maintained
the right of locomotion, and he had
a right to go back to New York in
sigitof his grandfather's old con-
gressional district. He did not care
where a man was born so long as he
was good and just. The Savior had
been born injethleheni, and theyall worshipped ; him, although he
was a foreigner in that respecl.
They did not, however, necessarily
worship the little African fetiches
that came from Congo, and that
was his colleague's (Town&end's)
only devotion. (Laughter.)
. Garfield alluded to Cox as tryingto laugh murder out of the case.
He wished to knew whether the
Hamburg case was a sporadic case
or a pymptomatic case, indicatinga general feeling that the black
men shall not be allowed all the
rights and privileges of American
citizens.

Lamar spoke of the Hamburgai!air us disgraceful and terrible,but denied its circumstances were
a legitimate topic in the House. In
the debate there were one or two
facts that gleamed out Indisput-
ably. One of these was, that a
body of white men had put ia
death, without authority of law, a
number of colored citizens, while
prisoners, not prisoners in a local
sense, inasmuch as those white men

who had robbed a man of his watch
arid chain. The was

Iir!lowa Letter to Freoldeut Uranf.

Washington, IS. The follow-

ing is Secretary Bristow's reply to
the Presideut:

"New Yohk City,
July 13th, 1S7G.

"Mr. President: I have the honor
at this moment to receive your
letter of yesterday in which, refer-

ring with approval to my refusal to
testify before the committee of the
House of Representatives to what
occurred between the President and
myself while I held the office of
Secretary of the Treasury, you are
pleased to add that vou wish to
relieve me from all obligations of
secrecy, and to express your desire
that all members of your cabinet
may be called upon to testify fully.
When I appeared before the com-
mittee last week in obedience to
their summons, I refused to answer
any aud all questions which re-

quired me to 6tate any conversa-
tion between you aud mytelt
touching official matters, whether
such conversation took place at the
meeting of the cabinet or at auy
time, saying, however, to the com-
mittee that no inference adverseto
any one should be drawn from my
refusal to answer their questions.
I took the position distinctly that
I cousidered all conversations be-

tween the Piesident and heads of
departments on official matters as
confidential and privileged, and
that the piivilege existed not no
much for the protection of parties
immediately concerned as for the
interest of the public service. If I
was right iu this view of tha mat-
ter it now seems to follow that the
privilege cannot be waived by
either or both of tho parties. In-

deed, I said to the committee that
I would not feel at liberty to an-
swer their questions with your con-
sent. Although I have had no op-

portunity to examine authorities on
this subject, I am still of the opin-
ion that the public duty to treat
such conversation as confidential
and privileged, is not removed or
modified by your consent that I
should make full answer to ques-
tions. If tho privilege were mere-
ly personal it might be waiv-
ed, but I placo it ou higher
grounds. 1 respectfully suggest
that the appearance of several heads
of departments before a committee
of congress to testify to conversa
tions between the i'resiuent ana
themselves, running through a
period of many months, would al-
most inevitably lead to disclosures
cf differences of recollection and
present to the country au unseem-
ly conflict, to which I could not
willingly be a party; besides, it
seems to me that such an inquiry
by a committee of Congress tends
to absorption, if not complete des-
truction of the executive power,
and to the establishment of a pure-
ly legislative government. In any
view I am able to take, it seems to
me that duty requires me to adhere
to my announced purpose not to
answer questions propounded to
me by the committee. I beg leave
to remind you that my opinion on
this subject was repeatedly stated
to you and members ot your cabi-
net aud, as I understand, met your
and their approval. My withdraw-
al from the cabinet does not alter
or modify my duty in this respect,
nor have my own views undergone
any change. I hope I will not be
recalled by the committee, but,
should they see proper to call me
again, I cannot coneut, a at pres-
ent advised, to testify to conversa-
tions held with the President on
official business.

The PaclHe KallroaU Lands.

Booth, from the Senate publiclands committee, to day, reporteda bill, prepared under Sargent's
resolution to inquire what legisla-
tion, if any, was necessary to. carry
into effect tho law which providesthat all the Pacific llailroad lands,
not sold or disponed of within three
years from the date of completing
the roads, shall be subject to pre-
emption at $1.25 per acre, to be
paid to the company. The bill
provides legal remedies for forcing
conveyances from the companies to
settlers under the above require-
ment, and prescribes a penalty of
$1,000 for each attempt to evade it
by fraudulent deeds of trustees. .
