careleuly cultivated and full ofamut
and cockle, making dirk and uopleai-anll-

tasting flour. Thero aru
but thla la the rule."

Thla year la phenomenal lu tha price
of wheal In Utah. Tor thu flrit lime
In maoy yeara the price of wheat li
lower In May than It won at
tho chxn of Ihe preceding liar,
veil. In tho northern part cf thu
Territory moat of the aurplua hie been
aold oil, over, at thu reduced rate. In
the riorth eud of Cache Valley wheat
was bought from farmera at about 40
cents n liuabel. In Hinielo, howiver,
Iho peoplu were III a ioiltlou not to aell
at such a low price, aud thu reiull la
that very llttlo whrat haa been ahtppi U
from tho Haupete valley thla sca'oii.
Thu people aru wlaely holding ou for
better price, which aro likely to bo
real ltd before thla time next year.
Meantlmo thu flour mllla In Utah are
running on short time until them ap-
pears a bettor market for their pro-
ducts.
