WORK OF COOPER UNIOW.

Mr. Carnegle Has Flans for Extending Its
Scope and Usefulness,

It is to be Remodeled ~Industrial My
seutn to be Yade Second to
Noune In the World,

New York, June 10.—The Herald gays:
Andrew Carnegle, who
trustee of Cooper Union last Ogtober, Is
credited with a plan for the extension
of the work begun by the late Peter
Cooper, which will Involve the expen-
diture of a large sum of money, Coop-
er Unlon, it Is sald by one In authority,
will be remodeled to make room for
the Improvements contemplated by Mr,
Carnegie, whose purpose is to dupll-
cate the present endowment fund,

amounting to $2,064,016 without attract-
ing attention to himself.

Mr, Carncgie has already glven $300,-
M0 as a special endowment to Cooper
Unlon and it 18 sald he would have
raigsed this gift to $3,000,000 but for ghe
fear that his munificence would over-
ghadow that of the founder of the in-
stitution, Peter Cooper, Mr, Carnegle's
plan, while not fully matured, has been
made Known approximately to the
trustees of Cooper Unfon. It wag hinted
at by ex-Mayor Abram 8. Hewitt in his
speech at the commencement exerclsey
a few daya ago. It 18 learned from an
authoritative source that Mr. Carne-
gle's purpose I8 to add to the Couper
Union endowment, as quietiy as possi.
ble, and very lkely in Instaliments, a
sum equal to the total of the gifts al-
ready recelved, This means an addl-
tion of at least $2,000,000 to the general
fund,

Before leaving for England, Mr, Car-
negle discussed witht Mr, Hewitt and
the other trustees of Cooper Unlon plans
for broadening the scope of the Institu-
tion's usefulness. It was then decided
to do away with the stores on the
ground floor of the bullding, on Third
avenue gide, and to utilize this space by
the egtablishment of an Industrial mu«
seunmi, A neucjus for such a museum
was presented to the Union several
yvears ago, and J. Plerpont Morgan has
since contributed four collections of
textile fabrics and decorative models,
valued in all at §100,000, which make
possible the creation of a museum gec-
ond to none in the world.

educated peasantry of Europe seem Lo
be looking for something miraculous,
They would rather belleve in cannon-
ading a8 a means of protection and
spend on it abundance of money, time
and labor than ndopt the very simple
expedient of mutual Insurance agalnat
the losses that must inevitably oecur,

“The great processes going on In the
atmosphere are conducted on too large
& scale to warrant any man or natlon
In attempting to control them, The
energy expended by nature in the pros
duction of a hallstorm, a tornado or
4 rainstorm exceeds the combined
energy of all the steam englines and
explogives {n the world., It is useless
for mankind to combat nature on this
gonle,

“After the experience that thia coun-
try has had during the past ten years
with ralnmakers T am loth to belleve
that the bombardment of hallstorms
will ever be practised or even attempts
éd In the Unlted States, much less en-
couraged by the iIntelllgent portion of
the community. Every effort should he
made to counteract the spread of the
Itallan delusion which has been fm-

ported into this country by Consul
Covert,"
