Lead
ing men in the natiou said such tningscould not be done, but the facts showed
that they were. The points of the
doctriues believed in by the Latter-da- y
Saints were honesty, industry and hap-
piness. The men who to-d- ay were
suffering imprisonment for their prac-
tice of plural marriage would rather
lay down their lives than sU);p to dis-
honor. Intelligent men testified to the
industry, frugality, and honestyof the Saint, and yet, strangeto say, denounced as iniquit-ous their religious belief. This
condition was o ne which could not ex-
ist, for obedience to corrupt doctrines
would produce corrupt fruits. As iu
the davs of the Savior His followers
were hated for righteousness' sake.
Tne doeti'ineslbelleved in and practicedov the Latter-da- y Saiuts were those of
the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and those
who obeyed them received a knowl-
edge from heaven of their truth. Therewas but one course open tO the Saints,aud that was to keep the command-ments of God. This might entail per-
secution, but the reward was as-
sured. Ridicule aud suffering' were
the common lot of the advo-
cates of truth upon the earth,whether scientific or religious, but the
faithful were rewarded with unbound-
ed happiness. Tho speaker was thank-
ful for the pressure brought to bear
against the people, for it unmasked the
hypocrite and the deceiver. The Saints
would be gi ven tho opportunity to pass
trial and tribulation for the testimonyof the Gospel, and to prove their love
tor the Almighty. They should show
by their example tfteir integrity add
honesty of purpose. The World wouldnave to admit the sincerity of thosewho suffered for their belief. Men
might call it fanaticism, but "Mormon-Ism- "
