letted at Indian Head roving

grounds on Haturdsy. Old was four-
teen Inch nlckle steel diagonal plates
for the "Indiana. The lint of the
tattle thin nmior plates wss completed
by thollethlehtm Iron Works. Taenty
diagonal Plates for tbe battle shljia
"Indiana" and "Matchuielta," aggre-
gating 6U0 tuna, repreacntlng half a
million dollars In value will at once
be accepted aa a rraull of the teat. Tbe
result shows conclusively the ability
of the American armor makers to
aurply plate of the lilgheat quality.

Tbo coudltlona were more severe
tban tbe tests Imposed by forelgu
countries. Under the terms of the con-

tract the prrjecllle might go nearly
through plate and bucking aud It
be accepted. If no terlous cracks ds
Veloped. Jioue of tbo tbreo shots fired
succeeded In getting far enough luto
the plate to show the backing. Three
shots were fired near tbe middle re-

gion of the plate, the three polult be
ing Impact and forming an equilateral
triangle. All three shots retiounded,
one of them back to the musxle of Ilia
gun, a distance of 1M feet. The deep-e-

wnetratlou was fourteen Inches,
The other two were an Inch or two lots.

There were only a few slight cracks
Immediately surrounding the burr of
esch orlflco made. A ten Inch gun
waa uted ln ths leal. Two ot the
prcjectllea were Imported, lbo third
was made In thli country. The latter
was thrown out entirely uninjured,
while one of the Imported broke In
two, this showing a splendid record for
the American I njectlle as will as for
the American plate. The njectllca
weighed oOt ouuJe, the powder
charge, 150 itoundt, giving a atrlklng
velocity of H10 feet a second.
