ida, insist that in case the court
declares the returning board’s pre-
vious election illegal, no slectoral
votes whatever can be coumted
from Florida, and that such a re-
duction of the total number of elec-
toral votes from 369 to 365 will make
Tilden’s undisputed 184 votes a
constitutional majority suffleient to
elect him.

The democratic leaders have In-
structed Cronin not to dellver the
Oregon certificates at all, the par-
port being to prevent Lhe count of
the electoral votes from Oregon,
aud then to elaim that either 154 is
the constitational majority, or else
that the presidential election has
been thrown Iuto the House of Rep-
regentatives.

JOLIETTE, QUEBEC, 26. — One
hundred persens were In the Con-
vent of Bt. Elizabeth when it was
burned last night. Nine ehildren
were suflocated, and their bodies
were recoveied this morning. Four
more children are reported missing.

8.45,—At the inspection last night,
there were no signs of fire, and at
9.20, when all were abed, the bulld-
ing was burning so rapidly that
none of the occupants had time to
clothe themselves. The fire proba-
bly originated between the floors.
There were forty-eight boarders in
the Convent, thirteen perished in
the flames.

At ome o’clock eight bodies have
been recovered, all burned to a crisp.
