THE COAL TASBE.

The FPeople Swindled by Symdicates

HarrisBURG, Penn,, 2.—Governor
Pattison has addressed s letter to At-
torney-General Cass ng( on the action
of the Anthracite and requesting
him to move against it ju Court. In
the course of hls letter the Governor
says: ‘‘My attention has been directed
to the fact within the past fortnight,
that certaln corporatioss, chartercd by
the Commonweslth of f’ennayl\-sut-.
acting in concert, have ordered two
advances in prices of mnthracite coal.
It has been ascértained upon inquiry
that these corporations comprise what
is known as the Anthracite coal comn-
bination, which was created in its
g_ruenl form ata meeting held in New

ork'on Decemuer 31, 1884, when there
were gpresent representatives cof the
Delaware, Lackawamna & Western
Rallroad éompa;. the Lebigh Valle
Railroad Company, ths Pailadelphia
Reading Railr Company, the New
York, e Erie and Western Rallroad
Company, the . Delaware and Hudson
Capal Company, the Lebigh
Coal & Nav Cowpany, and
the - Yennsyvivania [Railrcad ~ Com-
pany. At that meeting an agreement
was entred ioto, by which six of these
corporations were in effect pledged in
writing to restrict and regulate the
production of coal, and to maiotain
and advance Its piice. Anapportion-
ment of the

TOTAL PROLUCTION

was then allotted to each company for
the year 1885, and on January 1, 1886, a
pew allotment went Into operation,
based on the dnnual production of 33,-
500,000 tons."’

Alter referring Lo the advance of
thirty cents per ton in the price of coal
since July 3, 1886, the Governor says:
‘‘Recently througn the officers of the
syndieate oi capitalists there has been
a strevgthening of the Anthracite Coal
Combipation, and the claim is now
made by some of the members that
they can mark up the coal prices to any
figure they please, thereby subjecting
the public to their mercy, injuriously
and unwarraniably taxing every fire-
slde, and Impeoslog upon the coal
consumers. The State Constltution
declares that ne corporate company
doing the business of a commor car-
rier sball gdirectly or indirectly prose-
cute or onlpge in mining or manufac-
turing articles for transportation over
its roadn, yet all or nearly all of the
common carriers represented in the
Anthracite Coal Combination are en-
gaged directly or indirectly in the
mining of coal, By restricting the

roduction and advancing the prices,it

as crippled the vast iron interests,
decreasing the demand for anthracite
coal, and in the reduction of iroa ores,
lom!ng the iron furnaces out of blast
and placing nearly all the industries
of KEastern Pennsylvania at the
mercy of the managers of these comn-
panles.”’

The Gevernor also calls attention to
the Trunk Line Pool, which, he says,
by its arbitrary power holds

A PERPETUAL MENACE

over the materlal interests of the
country., In closing, the Governor
says: “‘Against such combinations
the individual is helpless. The Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, in creat-
ing the corporalions that are mem-
bers of the Anthracite Coal Combina-
tion and of the Trunk Line Pool,
vested them with the right of em-
Inent domain and other franchises of &
pablic nature. They owe certain du-
ties to their creator, and one of these
is to avoid any infringemen: upon the
rights of individoals or the general
well being of the State. TrLeir inter-
ference with the natural current and
condition of trade has been in viola-
tion of what is believed to be sound
public Bouc: and against the Interests
of the State. It prejudices the public
and nuppll-eue: he lnd!vldn;ls. II:I l;
a perversion of the purpose for whic

they were created, These facts which
have been repglrt.ad tﬂ% mte. and which
are measureably apthent + I deem
of sufficient |.mpor‘an2 tﬁ'ffﬂ:w you
for your consideration and such action

It is understood that Attorney-Gen-
eral Cassidy will at once roceed
against the Coal Pool, but {n what
wanner he has not yet declded. This
is considered one of the most import-
ant steps yet taken by the State admin-
Istration and was not declded upen
unt}l after very careful consldemtm:.

Fast Travoling.

S8aN Fraxcisco, 3. — The steamer
Alameda, which arrived from Sydney
via Auckland {and Homnolalu, to-day,
made the fastest trip on record be-
tween Sydney and San Francleco. The
time, 23 days, 8jhours,80 minutes, beats
the best preylous record made by the
Mirora by six hours. The stegmer Al-
ameda was detained at Auckland, Sep-
tember 14th, for six hours, to allow tge
merchants to answer thelr mall, which
bad just arrived by steamer 37 days
from London. This mail was sent east
Lo-day and will leave New York for
Liverpoul Saturday next, and is ¢x-
pec to arrive at the latter place Oc-
tober 14th. TLis makes the time of Lhe
trip from Auckiand to England via the
United States five days less than from
England to Auckland by direct steam-
er. It will also reduce the time of the
trip around the world to 00 days.

The Crops.

CHICcAGO, 8.—The following crop
summary will appear in this week’s is-
sue of the Farmer's Review: Crop re-
turns for the week, in a general way,
show that corn is said to be well ma-
tured throughout the entire western
belt and sufficiently to withstand the
heavy frost the last three days of the
week. In Missouari and ,Kentucky,corn
is ready for husking aud cribbing. In
[ows and Illinols husking will begin
about October 10, reports showing
the average yields do not vary but
alightly from the former estimates,
which are considerably under Lhose of
thepreceding five years. The averages
continoe good for Ohio, Indiana and
Michigan and low In Wisconsin, Mis-
souri and Kansas, Plowing for fall
sowing of wheat is T‘ogmuln , and in
many portions of lllinois, Missouri,
Kansas and Kentucky iscompleted and
some seeding has already been done.

Tebacco Injured.

LoviaviLLe, 3.—The Courier-Jour-
nal specials regort frosts all over the
State. About balf the tobacco crop is
uncot and 80 moch has been injured
that one-half to three-guarters of it
will make only frosted lays.
