ou trout in water, to which dsn my ex-
periment have been coulned. It may
however, well be assumed that the
sound was perceived, while the fish
were so habituated to the roar of the
waterfall end similar noises, without
any ill consequences ensuing, that
sound alone was not regarded bythem as an Indication of danger.

New Rates of Postage.
On July 1st the following important

changes will be made In the rates of
postage :

1. Any article In a newspaper or
other publication may be marked for
observation, 'except by written or
printed words, without Increase of
poststage.a. AL newspapers sent from the office
of publication, Including sample copies,or when Bent from a news agency, to
actual subscribers thereto, or to outer
news agents, shall be entitled to trans-
mission at the rate of one cent per
pound or fraction thereof, the postageto be prepaid.

8. The weight of all single-rat- e let-
ters Is liereasod from one-ha- lf of one
ounce each or fraction thereof to one
onnce each or fraction thereof. The
same increase of weight is allowed for
drop letters, whether mailed at stations
where there is a free delivery or where
carrier service is not established.

4. A special stamp of the value of ten
cents may be issued, which when at-
tached to a letter. In addition to the
lawful postage thereon, shall entitle
the letter to immediate delivery at any
place containing 4.000 population or
over according to the Federal census,
within the carrier limit of any free de-

livery office, or within one mile of the
post office coining within the provi-
sions ci this law, which may in like
manner' be designated as a special de-- "
livery cSlce; that such specially
stamped Ktters shall be delivered be-
tween" 7. a. in. and midnight; that a
book shall be-- provided in which the
person to whom the letter Is addressed
shall acknowledge Its receipt; that
uiesseDgersf tar this special delivery
are to bo paid eighty per cent, of the
face value of all stamps received and
recorded in a month, provided that the
aggregate compensation paid to any
one person for such neryice shall not
exceed $30 per mouth, and provided
further that the regulations tor the
delivery of these specially stamped
letters shall in no war lnterfeie with
the prompt delivery of letters aa pro-
vided by existing law or regulations.
