WEATU OF JOIIX C. HtEJIO.Yr.

General John CiiAKLia Fre-
mont, who, on account cf bis ex-

plorations ln the west, including
this portion of the Itocky Mountain
region, was called the "Pathfinder,"
died, at his home, in Kew York,
yesterday afternoon, J uly 13lh. He
is an interesting figure-i- American
history and a somewhat remarkable
man. Ho was born January It,
1S13, at Savannah, Ga. His father
was a Frenchman.

John Charles entered the junior
chins of Charleston college in 1S2S,

and for wine time stood w ell, nstci-al!- y

In mathematics. He developed
a lazy disjiosition, however, anJ
became inattentive to his studies.
For this eiuse and his being fre-

quently absent he was rxjnllcd
from the school. He became tescht r
of mitliematics ln the iloop
of war AatoAra Iu ItCB, and
after a cruise of two years, re-

turned "and was given his decree
by the college that had expelled
him. He was apininted
Engiuterof tbe United States Tors
graphical Corps, njd in 1S35 was
appointed Second Lieutenant in the
tunc service. He madeamrve-- of
tlie Ies Moines Itiver la and
shortly after eloped w Ith the daugh-
ter of Senator Itenton of Missouri.

In lb 12 Fremont was instructed
by tho War Department to take
charge of an cxtiedition for the ex-
ploration of the Itocky Mountains.
His report of tlie expedition was
Ldd befoio Congress In 1512, and at-

tracted much attentlun, both at
home and abroad.

Fremont then determined to
the unknown region between

the Itocky Mountains snrt Ihe
Paclfie Ocean, and set out la May,
ISJ3, with thirty-nin- e men. On
September Gth he .came in fight of
Great Salt Lake.

Afterle.ivingGreatcja.lt Lake he
continued hi explorations to the
southwest. Anally reaching Fort
Vancouver. Alter enduring great
hardships he reached the Sacra-
mento river and returned thence to
Kansas.

Fremont was made a captaiu ln
1S45 and set out ou auother expe-
dition to tbe coact, but was ordered
by the Mexican authorities to leave
the country. Fremont refused and
wa attacked by tile Mexican force.
Fremont fortified himself at Mon-

terey, hoisted the American flag
and prepared to defend himself. He
was finally allowed to continue his
explorations. 1 1 e took
a prominent part in n resting Cali-
fornia from the Mexicans and left
that country ia possession of tho
United States.

Owing to trouble with his supe-
rior otlicer, Fremont resigned his
commission iu IS43 and made his
fourth expedition across the conti-
nent at his own expense. He en-
countered many obstacles and was
forced to turn back, but reached
California In the following year,
settled there, and wa elected one
of the first United States senators
from that State He Kurope
ju ISOi, aiiJ was received with dis-

tinction, being presented with a gold
medal by the ICiugof Prussia.

Iu 1S53 he, miJe his fifth tnp of
exploration across tliccontittent,and
cucouutered great banish!. For-
fifty days hU arty lived on horse-!le-

In ISSo Frcmiut took up hU resi-

dence in New York, and recti vet!
the Anti Slavery, or Jtepubllcnn,
nomination for tho Presidency in
ISM, but was defeated by Iiucbauan,
who received 171 electoral vot-- to
Fremont's IU.

Soon alter the opening of Use civil
war Freaiout wtw made a

of tlie regular army and as-

signed to tlie command of the Wes-
tern Department, but many com-

plaints were made of his adminis-
tration, and lie was relieved of bis
commaud in November, 1S61. He
was given commaud of the "Moun-
tain District" of Virginia, Ken-
tucky and Tenncs-c- His corps
was brought under command of
General Pope in 1SS2, and Fremont

to lie relievej for personal
reasons. His request was granted,
and be received no other command
during the war. He was Governor
of Arizona in

r.osiioi:on;n husoved.
The removal of J. R. Bosborough,

by the Supreme Court of ULih.frum
the position of Examiner of the ac-

counts and doings of lteceiver
Dyer, was a very proper and fair
proceeding. We do not think he

IVIrril rram Euslantl.

equivalent to 59 per cent of tbe
whole population. The report ap-
proves the scheme of State aided
emigration by families as preferable
to other methods.

The at-
tendants fouud great difficulty in
keeping him awake, and finally ho
fell into a deep sleep. Loci of nour-
ishment became evident by decreas-
ing weight, a death-lik- e pallor and
pinched, wan features, accompanied

Efforts to
pry oien bis set Jaws fcrthe admin-
istration of food proved futile. A
silver tube was inserted through the
nose and down into the throat. A
quart of milk Iu four doses was Ant
given. After that eggs whipped in
milk and varying liquid diet were
administered, together with medi-
cine. Mccban llept on immovable,
while pins were inserted into bis
flesh, electricity applied and heroic
measures of sleep disturbance tried.
There is no ehaoco In bis mental
condition.
