This decree was published ia the

papers; and, one morning as I was
out walking; I met, in Vienna, a man
by the name of Albert Johnson. Let
us call nim Brother Johnson, because
he belonzs to our Church because he
is a Stint. Said he to me, "Dr. Isaac-
son, I have jeen looking for you for
several days, and now as 1. have a
chance to speak with you, I am going
to tell you tbat I am a Mormon or a
Latter-da- y Saint. I want to talk with
you on a most important matter." We
separated then after a little while, I
taking his address, and in a few days
went and visited aim.

A few rears aeo. Brother Orson
Pratt, in company with another
brother, went on a mission to Vienua,
and they stopped and took rooms in a
Jewish family the family belonging to
urother Johnson; and now you nave
the clue how Brother Johnson became
a Latter-da- y Saint. ,

Brother Johnson was the first man
who put in my bands the Book of
Mormon. It was printed in the Ger
man language. He said to me when
he gave me the book: "Dr., yoa have
dOae a great thing. It indeed required
great courage to stand up in 'the face
of your father and all the great Jews,
and proclaim that 'Jesus Is the Savior
of the world.' Now yoa know t&e

truth, Dr;, but let me tell yd'j, yoa do
not fully understand the truth, and I
am going to give it to you.' "

ion win understand, my oretnren
and sisters, that everything concerningChrist was of great importance to me
at this time ; and so I listened very pa-
tiently and with great attention to
Brother Johnson, as he poured beiore
me the revelations of the latter day's
dispensation. lie came to me with
these words, (and they are true and
ought to'bejistened to by every Latter-

-day Saint,) "Dr. there is no phil-
osophy necessary lor me to show to
you how plain is the plan of the Gos-
pel, and that the Latter-da- y Saints are
the true people of God. Before the
Lord Jesus Christ came there was a
necessity to raise up prophets to fore- -

tei) toe 'great events ofthe future,
and Aiie PioDhets Isaiah. Jeremiah.
Z&chariah, and ail the prophets of an
cient times have been raised up for
the purpose of preparing tne peoplefor His tirst coming. Isaiah oame and

I asked : Brother
Johnson "wno is Joseph Smith."

Said he. "I am not eolnir to tell vou
of, or Introduce ypu to a man of great
earning: butiam zoinz to say mat

Joseph Smith was an ignorant boy. A
boy witn so little education tnat it was
with difficulty tnat he would attempttor write hia name. lie could scarcelysubscribe his own name. Tbat was
Joseph Smith. And yet he was made
migoty oy tne power oi uoa; anu uoa
caused one oi the greatest works ever
performed to be done by him. And
now. l oeseecn yoa to ret a mis, me
Book of Mormon."

I took it and read it: and I want to
say to yon, my brethren and sisters, I
don't believe that any one outside oi
this faith, outside of this Church, those
who are now slandering us today, wno
are persecuting us today, who would
read this Book of Mormon w:tu a
prayerful heart and the Spirit of God,
but that be mnst believe it.

I have said to the
faints that I love, these persecutions.
I expect them to persecute us; for the
Prophet Joseph Smith said on one oc- -
cusion, "If the world will let us alone,
we will build up tne Kingdom oi uea:
and if ihy don't let us alone, we will
build it n p all the sooner."

After I came here and became more
acquiutert with the Latter-da- y Saints,
1 began to reflect more deeply upon the
great work before them. They have
got the greatest work to perform there
is ia the w&rld. 1 am also convinced
that they are raised up tor the purpose
of alding the people behind me. the
Jews; 1 know that you are able to
bring salvation unto them ana snow
them Jesus of Nazareth and His trne
Gospel. And knowing this, my heart
and whole soul are full of love to you
my brethren.

When I left my home and was about
to start lor -- ion lirotner jonnson said
tome: "It you will telegraph when
you get in Salt Lake, I shall make, a
feast and sball reioice: and it will be
the happiest day of my lile." I have
telegraphed him. I have been led t
wonder at the condition here; and do
we understand and fully realize what
we nave possession oi iu tne trutns oi
the Gospel? Do we know tbat we are
prlTlloegd by Almighty God to live in
this day? We have a greater privilege
than even . our forefathers ; because
the time is near at band . when the
Kiosdomof the Lord will, in Its full
ness and mighty glory, be established
amongst us. i leit to rejoice ima
morning when I took ap the Salt Lake
iitraia ana tnere reaa tnat eiguty lam
iles of Jews have embraced Christian
lty and been baptized, in one week, in
the city of Jerusalem. I felt to rejoice
this morning in listening to Brother
Schoenleldt, who has Just returned
from his German mission, when
he was. givlEg us a description
of how he baptized a learned Jew into
the church in Switzerland. Brother
Shoe nfeldt said be had found out
through experience and the signs of
the times, that the fulness of the Gen
tiles is near and that the time is at
hand to bring the Gospel to the Jews

I esteem It a great privilege to make
a beginning in tnis work. 1 know that
since I came here, there are thousands
of jny brethren and sisters wbo're
member the Ancient people of God in
their prayers, and I am satisfied; Oh
my brethren and sisters, if each one of
us will look into the matter as we may
do, we shall rejoice that the Lord has
privileged, ns to jjye lol8?8. JtJ.ja

My brethren and eysters, if yen know
the .Lord Jesus Christ; then yon ongbtK snow me. a sutna nere, not oi myown power. I stand here not because I
want to speak to yoa; bat I am nere
for the purpose of giving unto yoa the
bread of llle, as itbas been revealed
onto us by the Lord Jesus Himself. I
would like each one to be prayerfulwane a am standing Deiore yoa. 1
want yoa to sustain me by your faith
ana prayers, as yoa would sustain a
little babe that cannot sustain Itself,
but wbich relies upon your help and
your guidance. j

It is trne that while I was a Jewish
Kabbt I used to take my sermon on
Monday and began stadying it, and did
so continue to stuay it during tae week
so as to be able to give a scientific and
philosophical discourse. Bat that is
not now the case. "

I assure you tbtt two minutes be-
fore I arise to address the Saints I do
not know what 1 am going to say ; but
I know that If the Lord wants me to
speak unto the Saints and impart such
things as will strengthen and bless
them, lie will strengthen me ; He will
give me Dower to proclaim the Oosnel
of truth to them.

And while I address yoa tonight I
address the world. My remarks are
being taken down, and they may be
published to the world. I am not
afraid of the world; nor the things of
the world. I wish the world was here
tonight and I would say unto them
that they are sinners and they ought
to repent of their sins and embrace the
Gospel of Christ. I am not ashamed
of the Gospel of Christ of my Savior.
I am not asnamea oi the uoepel oi the
Latter-da- y Saints t dispensation, and
am here to. speak to any and all who
may listen to me.

i ne Hisnop nas tola yoa tnat my in
tention is to tell yoa about my con
versionhow it came about. It was
about one year ago jtaat I was stand-
ing at the bead of ai Jewish congrega-
tion, preaching unto them doctrines
against Carist Jesus; and now it came
to pass that I am here this eveninz be
fore you, preaching the Gospel of the
Savior and Redeemer of the world.
When in my secret chamber my
thoughts are directed back over What
mighty changes have taken place In one
solitary year, I am not able to compre-
hend what the Lord ha? done for me.
It surpAsaeth my understaadins. This
could nave been done only by the
mighty power of the Gospel. It was
not man's words, bnt the power of
God tbat has directed me here.

I who was educated to fight against
Christ ; I who have been standing be
fore mj congregations lor years ana
have told them many and many a time
that "Jesus of JNazareth was an im
postor;" 1 who have been looked npon
as a man who loved his religion ; I
who have looked upon a man, among
my people, who Joined the Christian
reliefbu almost as if he were a mur
derer, I am now called to stand before
the Saints, not only te preach unto
them the Gospel but to say onto them,
My brethren, and sisters l lear we ao
not fully comprehend what the Lord
has, done for us. A year ago I was
preaching to my Jewish people not to
react, not to near, or i iisven to any-
thing concerning Christ, and tonight I
stand before yon and bay I fear we do
not do oar whole duty towards our.
Lord. Is not this a wonderful chanzer
Could this have been the work of man?
Would this have been accomplished if
tne hand of the Lord Almighty was
not in it? I know It is a command of
the Lord Almighty. I know that it is
tiis gooaness tnat nas Drougnt me
from the dark and perilous world into
the glorious truths of the everlasting
Gospel, that glorious light which we
and m the Lord jesus oi Nazaretn, ine
Savior oi the world,

My brethren and sisters, how little
do we comprehend these things. How
little do we do. oar duty towards our
God. How easy do we take it with
our Gospel and our religion.

Ana now l come to my subject. I
was thirteen years of age when my
lather, the Chief IUbbi, took me to
the Theological Seminary of Germany.
uis intention was to nave me educated
for the Jewish ministry.

i wen rememoer on my arrival witn
my father ia Berlin, when he gave me
In charge of the Berlin liabbl, he said :

Dr. Tiudeshelmer. this is my son.
and he will Inherit my chair as the fu-
ture chief Rabbi of the land. I now
place him under your care to guide and
direct his course, to keep; your eyes
upon and watch over mm."

under nis guiding care l studied in
the High Theological Seminary for
eight years, and when I returned home
my father ordained; me . a Rabbi and
gave me a congregation wnicu I la-
bored with for four years, until 1887.'

One year ago I knew bat littleabout
Christ. All I knew was what . could
be gleaned from the writings of the
Talmud. The New Testament was
always taken from bar sight, and we
have never been permitted to read its
pages. I there learned to look upon
him as pn impostor, and, as tke Tal-
mud says,; "Jesus, a Jew, afterwards
apostatized from His church is an im-

postor," etc., and everything evil that
can be said of him Is there contaiaed
in that Jewish record. This is all tbat
I had known concerning Him.

In Jane, 1887, just one year ago this
month, I went daring my vacation to a
bathing resort, where I met Professor
Dr. Francis Delltsz, a Jew, who him-
self, has become a Christian and a be-
liever in Christ for over 65 years, and
has translated the New Testament Into
the Hebrew. As I was roaming on the
water's edge, he came near to where
I was and said, "If 1 am not mistaken,
you are Dr. Isaacson, of Vienna." 1
replied, "Yes.' He said, "I am Pro-
fessor Delitaz," and thus we became
acquainted. The first thing he said to
me was this: "Dr. Isaacson, I heard
you preaching in the Temple here
yesterday, and tow I come to put a
little book in your hands ; and now, in
the name of the Almighty God, whom
yon and I worship, I beseech yoa to
read this book." He pat it into my
bands. It was the New Testament in
the Hebrew language. I remember the
thoughts and feelings which came over
me when I returned to my hotel and
found it to be the New Testament, r 1
thought. "It is a sin for me to have
this in my house, as it speaks about
Jesus tae ltn poster wnem my latoers
have killed: don't read it, pat it to one

The next day Prof. Delltsz cam to
me and said : "Have you read that' lit-
tle book?" "I have not," said I.
"Why have yea not read it," he asked;
"Because I Would sin against my
father I would sin against my peoplewere I to read what it contains?' He
looked at me kindly and said, "Would
yoa go with me to my hotel, I have to
show yoa something of great im-
portance." I accompanied him to his
room, and as soon as. we arrived the
old professor an aged man now over
eighty-tw- o years of age, said unto met
"Brother, I love yoa because yoa are
a Jew. Yoa are my brother. All ; my
heart swells and is poured oat In sym
pathyforyoa. Let as read togetherthis little book." I told him I bad no
objections, and he theft read to me
from its pages. -

salvation and broneht lizat intai the
world, who has made It psssible for
every man, even the sinner and the
wicked through repentance, to become
savea : is it possible mat wis man
as bad as the TalnmJ describes him?'
Said I to him. "If you will come and
visit me so that I can read that book.
will read It through. I want to get the
truth." He knelt down and in tender
supplication said : 'I thank Thee, O
God.that Thou hast been with ns. J

feel Thy Holv Spirit has been witn us
and has blessed us." He then took me
by the hand and saldj "This is on of
the most glorious hours of my life,
It Is the happiest time I ever had."

I went home and pondered over these
tnings day and night, i u;a not con
tent myself in trusting! to the Ntw
Testament. but I took the Old and
found tbat tbey Joined hands aad went
togetner. l iouna tnat wn&t naa been
told me was true, 1 lost iatertist and
patience in my congregation, and my
mind dwelt upon this great theme that
had crowded itself upon me.

I remained in constant enrrepnond
ence with Professor Delitsz, ana after
reading both the New and Old Testa
ments I wrote to him and said : "Pro
fessor, if I now confess Jesus to the
world, do you know what I will have
tosriveuB? Da van-kno-

and father will drive me from home ; I
will nave to leave my friends, give up
my position ana become an outcast.
and my people would not look at me."
i nave tne doctor's answer, la which
he says ; "Your father has given youa good education; your father could
nave brought you up in lile, your
motner could nave done lor you
everything in her power, aud yet
your lamer ana motaer win never be
able to stand before the throne of God
and aes of liitn forgltrereis of your
sins. Your father could never be able
to do you any good before the tUrone
ot God unless you keep God's com
mandments. unless you beiieve in the
Savior and embrace Him who has, shed
uis precious blood lor you."

lie iunaer saia unto me: "uo to
your congregation : arise before them
and say 'that ; the Lord has been
gracious unto yoa in showing you the
trutu.' " And i followed nis advice. I
wrote at once td the president of my
congregation, asking him to issue an
invitation to.au the members of the
congregation to meet in the Temple,as I had to lay before them matters of
grave importance.un tne ntn day oi July. ISST. my
congregation g&tnerea in my temple,and i arose la my puipit and said unto
them:

"Mr brethren? and sisters : I have
been with you now for over three
years as your minister, a love each
one of you. I appreciate your kindness
towards me. I Have lived these three
years with you as brothers ; and I have
been your counselor in spiritual mat-
ters. Now, I feel that unless God Al- -
mignty win oe gracious unto you, as
He has been unto me. that we will
have to part. I am willing, . I said, to
stand before and labor for and with
you in the future, if you will let me
preach to you the convictions of mv
conscience ; if you will let me preachto yoa that which I feel is true from
the bottom of imy heart.

and I can not take it back, lor it istrue." While thus speaking with my
mother, one of the secretaries of my
father came in ,aadsald, father sum-
moned me immediately before him.
"For God sake, dori't say these words
to your father "Don't go, I will make
it good with your father, I will make
it good." "Mother," said I, "I have
to go: father is still my superior, I am
still his subject." I went to father,found him calm and cool, and when 1
entered into bis presence he said.
"Are yoa ia earnest iu relation to
these things are you in earnest?"
"Yes, father, I am." Can you con
vince me of their truth?" "Yes,"said I, "if you will only kneel down
tor bat ten minutes before your God
and take away the vail of Moses
and the --Talmud from your eyes,and" if your heart will not be
prejudiced, I will show youthat Jesus is. the Savior of the
